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Guidelines for completing Proforma 3          

Sampling Speaking and Listening 

“For all pupils it is important to take into account a range of evidence in order to arrive at an assessment of attainment.  For those learning the language of instruction at the same time as the subjects of the school curriculum, it is even more important those teachers’ judgements are reviewed in different contexts.  For example, pupils may be reluctant to speak, read or write in some subjects but not in others, depending on how familiar they are with the lesson content or how comfortable they feel in the class or group. “

A Language in Common: Assessing English as an additional language   

Although this proforma is appropriate for all EAL children, it is particularly useful for  EMA focus children or where there are particular concerns about a child e.g. SEN assessment. 

Choose an appropriate activity for the speaking and listening assessment and decide which are the key language features of the task.

Decide which descriptors you will focus on and tick them in the column ‘Assessed’.

As you listen to the child you may just be focussing on one area. 

You can make a note of the evidence you notice that show that the pupil meets the requirements of the task plus any useful commentary.
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
