· How does the use of vocabulary compare with a fluent speaker of English?

· Does the vocabulary used show items that need more teaching / experiences e.g. alternative meanings, use of idioms, or subtleties or meanings between similar words?

· Is a range of connectives used or are they limited?

· Is an appropriate range of tenses and time markers used?
	
	

	Standard English – will include: 

· Are utterances grammatically accurate?

· Is the most appropriate syntax being used?

· Is vocabulary being used accurately?

· What errors might the learner is ready to tackle?
	
	

	Listening and responding – will include:

· Understand main points

· Did the pupil understand the task?

· Did they carry it out successfully?

· Were any mistakes due to misunderstandings about language concepts?

· Did they follow instructions?
	
	

	Ask relevant questions? – Will include:

· Does the content of questions show understanding of the subject?

· Is the form of questions accurate and appropriate?

· Can the learner use tentative questions?

· Can the learner use questions with complex sentences structures and tenses?

· Does the pupils respond appropriately?
	
	

	Group interaction and discussion – will include:

· Take different roles

· Support others, take turns: initiate

· Make contributions to sustain and complete the activity
	
	

	Drama and role play

· Improvise and sustain role

· Plan perform and evaluate plays
