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Guidelines for Completing Proforma 4 

EMA Progress Review 

The Progress Review is completed on all children that are a part of the EMA Focus, and is a record of any EMA interventions that a child may have received from any member of the EMA Team. 

At the start of the term or focus period, there is a Progress Review. At the review, targets for the pupil should be set for  speaking and listening, reading, writing.  It should also include a consideration of the pupil’s social and emotional needs.   

The aim is to have the pupil involved in the setting of targets and evaluation of progress made. Ownership of learning by a child, in this way, builds self esteem and self-confidence, which will contribute towards progress. 

EMA Focus pupils should have an end of term/half term evaluation which may include the setting of new targets if the child is to continue as a Focus pupil.
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
