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MULTILINGUAL MARE STREET

This literacy plan is designed to compliment the Multilingual Mare Street CD ROM.  It has been designed for Y4, Y5 and Y6 classes.  The learning objectives and outcomes are taken from the Renewed Framework for literacy (http://www.standards.dfes.gov.uk/primaryframeworks/literacy/) .  
The plan will need to be annotated and adapted for your class/year.  Teachers may include appropriate word level objectives for this week.

The unit is purposely linked to multilingual month. It explores the languages represented in Hackney and encourages children to investigate the languages represented in their school community. The unit is based around interviews/reports

Phase 1
Children revisit the key features of interviews/report texts. They watch the ‘Interview with Hamiyet’, then through a hot seating activity they devise questions and evaluate how effective these have been at extracting relevant information.

Phase 2
Children analyse interviews drawn from a range of media and identify common features and differences. They summarise and present their findings and revise the use of reported speech.

Phase 3
Children carry out interviews, collate and analyse the information they have gathered and then write an article or report.

The plan is for one week, however teachers may wish to explore the unit further, using interviews to write reports and recounts.

	Cross-curricular link to Multilingual Month
Interviews
	Teaching: Shared reading/ shared writing/ word /sentence / speaking & listening / drama. Teacher input and key questions:

Introduce Multilingual Month and the Multilingual Mare St CD ROM. Read the introduction and navigate around the map of Mare St to ‘meet the people’.   Introduce the genre of Interview.  
Show the ‘Interview with Hamiyet’ on the CD ROM which illustrates good questioning designed to elicit information about Hamiyet’s experiences of learning English and being bilingual. 

Discuss with the class how they can identify that this is an interview and what the purpose of an interview is. Discuss the types of questions used, which were the most successful and why (open/closed)
Explain that as part of Multilingual Month, they will be interviewing people in the school and at home on their experiences of learning and using languages.  

Brainstorm a list of question starters on the IWB
	

	Independent and guided work
Ask children to work in mixed ability pairs or small groups to frame questions for the interviewing activity tomorrow with members of the school community. Questions are designed to elicit the maximum information about the interviewee’s experiences of learning and using languages. One child to act as scribe and record the questions. Provide children with the ‘Question Frame’ as a prompt.
	

	Plenary
As a class, children to hot seat a bilingual pupil or adult using their prepared questions. Teacher to take notes of responses.  Ask children to evaluate the characteristics of the most effective questions they asked.

Interviews
	Teaching: Shared reading/ shared writing/ word /sentence / speaking & listening / drama. Teacher input and key questions:

Show the ‘Interview with Hamiyet’ once more and discuss interview techniques and good questioning designed to elicit information about Hamiyet’s experiences of learning English and being bilingual. 

Show examples of children’s questions from yesterday. Is there a mix of open and closed questions? Is there a range of question starters? Share write one more open and closed question.
Pairs/small groups to re-read their questions and add one more open and closed question to their list.

Briefly revisit note-taking techniques.
	

	Independent and guided work
In their mixed ability pairs or small groups, children to interview a bilingual member of the school community. Children to decide roles; interviewer, note-taker(s).  Consider the use of digital sound recorders to assist children in carrying out their interviews. 

	

	Plenary
Ask children to evaluate and record the characteristics of the most effective questions they asked: What was similar/ different about their questions? Which produced the most information? What were the characteristics of the most effective questions? Did the most effective questions have anything in common, for example did they begin with particular kinds of words?  Collate responses on a comparative grid for discussion of differences in quality or effect between these questions.

	Cross-curricular link to Multilingual Month

Interviews
	Teaching: Shared reading/ shared writing/ word /sentence / speaking & listening / drama. Teacher input and key questions:
· In shared reading, use the transcript of ‘Interview with Hamiyet’ to investigate written interviews; highlight their structure, style, and presentation and discuss purpose and audience.  
· Share read the extract from The Observer interview/report Arsenal's cultured ministry of defence, about Senderos’ experiences of being multilingual and using many languages in the Arsenal team, and compare and contrast this style with the previous example of Hamiyet’s interview. Think-pair-share and record. 

· Through class or group discussion establish key features, commonalities and differences.  
Revisit reported and direct speech. Model taking a line from Interview with Hamiyet and turning it into direct speech and then reported speech. 

	

	Independent and guided work
In their mixed ability pairs or small groups, children to reread ‘Interview with Hamiyet’ and create written sentences with examples of reported speech and direct speech.
	

	Plenary
· Pairs to share their sentences. Rest of class to identify whether they were direst/reported speech.

· Refer children back to the video extract they watched at the start of the week and ask them to consider and evaluate the key similarities and differences between oral and written recounts.

Interviews
	Teaching: Shared reading/ shared writing/ word /sentence / speaking & listening / drama. Teacher input and key questions:
· Explain that children will produce a class newspaper/ display of written interviews or reports on members of the school community’s experiences of multilingualism.  You may wish to show a range of examples of written interviews/reports.
· Recap the features of interview/report. Explain that children may choose which style/structure of interview/report they wish to write in.
· Model writing the introduction to the ‘Interview with Hamiyet’ and the beginning of the first paragraph. Include an example of reported and/direct speech. Edit as a class.
· Agree the success criteria as a class.

	

	Independent and guided work
In their mixed ability pairs or small groups, children work together to assess the quality and usefulness of the information gathered on Day 2 and begin to formulate ideas for presenting the written interview/report.  Children to write the introduction and first paragraph of their interview/report.
	

	Plenary
Pairs to share their work. Rest of class to appraise against the success criteria using three stars and a wish.

· Children can write the beginning of report/interview text using notes made from interviews. 

· Children can use appropriate language and grammar.

· Display an example of yesterday’s work. As a class, edit and improve the writing against the success criteria. 

Model writing the second paragraph of an Interview with Hamiyet using examples of direct and reported speech. Re-read each sentence and edit.

	

	Independent and guided work
In their mixed ability pairs or small groups, children to complete writing their interview/report and edit the text against the success criteria.
	

	Plenary
· One child from each group to read their interview/report to another group. What have you learnt about languages? What does multilingualism mean to you? Did you know what languages were represented in the school? 
· Homework: Interview a family member/friend/neighbour about their experiences of learning and using languages.
	

	Learning Outcome 
· Children can write a report/interview text using notes made from interviews. 

· Children edit and improve writing.
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
