	Explain that this week the class are going to be thinking about feelings.  Play ‘ feelings statues’ say a feeling and ask the class to position themselves to represent the feeling.  Do this 4 or 5 times.  Show them the letter (in pack) you have received.  Talk about how you are feeling before you open the letter. Record the feelings on a before and after chart.   What clues are there?  The stamp, the handwriting etc.  Open the letter and share the contents with the class.  Talk to the class about how you are feeling now.  Record your feelings on the after chart.  
	
	In mixed ability 3s give the children pictures of Juno before and after he opens the letter from grandma.  Ask the children to discuss the pictures and to annotate them for feelings.  They could stick post-it notes on or create a feelings poster with their picture.  Encourage HA children to include reasons – he is happy because…


	
	Encourage children to present their ideas about Juno’s feelings.  Make a class list of all the feelings.  Encourage children to contribute their answers in full sentences (presentation talk) – this will help them with their writing later in the week.  

Read the story “Dear Juno” by Soyung Pak to the class.

	T
	Introduce the 5 high frequency words of the week.  Run through these on the cards several times.

Have a short circle time and introduce Refugee Week.  Explain that this week we will be thinking about how and why people move and how we can keep in touch.  How do we keep in touch with people?  Why do people move away?  How do we feel when people go?  How do we feel if we have to go?  

Re-read Dear Juno to the class. Why do you think Juno lives far away from his Grandma?  How do you think he feels?  How do you think she feels?  How else could they keep in touch?  

Imagine you had to leave your home and you could only bring 5 things.  What would you pack?  Why?  Write up the speaking frame:

I would pack_______because_______.
	
	Give children the worksheet with the suitcase.  

LA:To draw and label 5 things they would pack

HA: To draw and label 5 things they would pack and to write a sentence using the speaking frame for at least one of their items.
	
	Come back together in a circle and think about what you’ve had to leave behind.  How does that make you feel.  Write up a new speaking frame and encourage children to have a go at saying some of the sentences.

I have left behind my______.  I feel ____.

Explain that sometimes people are not safe and have to leave their homes in a hurry and have to leave homes, people and things behind.  We call these people Refugees.

	W
	Read the recount “Leaving Home”(handout pack) to the class.  Ask children to identify high frequency words in the text.  Explain that it is a recount and share with them the features – first person, time order, past tense.  Ask the children to help you to identify the time words and explain that this week we will be using these words in our speaking and in our writing.

Display question words – how, when, where, what? The teacher then goes into role as the person in the recount.  Encourage the children to ask you questions.  (If you have a TA, ask them to model this process.)
	
	Ask children to work in groups of 5 to decide on all the thoughts and feelings that grandma might have when she receives her letter from Juno.  Give children some questions to consider and prompt their character development.  Ask the children to number themselves 1 – 5 and then pick a number – that person becomes grandma, moves to a new table and gets interviewed

Repeat the process but this time with children considering Juno’s feelings.  
	
	Ask the children to volunteer to be Juno or Grandma.  Hotseat the characters encouraging children to ask suitable questions.

	T
	Read another recount “Arriving in a new place” (handout pack) to the class.  Notice that some of the high frequeny words are misspelled – ask the children to correct them on mini whiteboards.  Ask them to remind you what a recount should look like.  What are the features?  Can they spot any?  Ask the children to think of alternative words for the feelings.  Does it still make sense?


	
	Working in pairs children use the speaking frame (handout pack) to recount their feelings from either the Grandma’s or Juno’s point of view.   Encourage the more able children to think about the tone of their voices and to use appropriate expression. 

Give the children lots of opportunity to rehearse their recount.   Allow them to work with more than one partner.  Then ask them to try to use the speaking frame again but using a feeling word they have never used before or don’t use very often.   

NB:  When pairing children think about opportunities for:-

· new arrivals to hear spoken English by fluent speakers

· children to speak in their home language

mixed ability
	
	Have some props available for the children to get into character.  Ask the children to role play being the characters. If possible invite children to speak in their home languages.  

	F
	Using the speaking frame from previous day, perform the recount as if you are grandma.  Encourage the children to listen for beginnings and ends of sentences and to use actions to show you when there should be a capital letter and when there should be a full stop.  Perform again, this time asking them to do an action when they hear a connective or a feeling word.  

Take the speaking frame and explain that they are going to use this to write their own recount.  Share the success criteria with the children and ensure that all the feelings words and connectives are displayed and accessible for all the children.  

Model explicitly using the frame to write the recount.  Think aloud when to use a capital letter, a full stop and how you decide on which feeling word or connective to use.  Model holding the pen correctly and spelling the high frequency words visited earlier in the week.  

Near the end of your recount, ask the children to think of the next sentence for you.  Ask them to tell their partner.  Hear a few examples and then ask the children to write the next sentence onto their whiteboards remembering capital letters, full stops and feeling words.
	
	Give the children 5 minutes to rehearse their writing using the speaking frame. 

To write a recount from either the grandma’s of Juno’s point of view.  To use the speaking frame from previous lesson as a writing frame to structure their writing.  All children to attempt to use elements of chronological order and to include feelings.  

Success criteria:  Capital letters and full stops to demarcate sentences, using temporal connectives (first, then, next, lastly), including at least X feelings words.
	
	Display and read out 3 children’s pieces of work.  Ask children to look for the success criteria.  Have they achieved it?  

Imagine that Juno and Grandma met.  Have the children role play the meeting.

Reiterate that a lot of refugees would not get the opportunity to meet their family.


Evaluation: annotate the plan to indicate how successful the sessions have been in relation to the children achieving the objectives and writing outcome
