	Learning Intention: to empathise with characters

Show front cover of Journey Home. What does this tell us about what the book is about? e.g. Where might home be ? (1 minute brainstorm). Look at picture of toddler inside front cover. (on whiteboard, or one picture per pair)

Use talk partners to discuss: Who is the child?

Why is she there? What is she holding? How is she feeling?

What else do we want to find out?

Encourage pupils to respond in full sentences e.g. I think the child might be.. or I think she is there because..

Teacher takes feedback and records class responses. Tell class they will return to look at their responses later in the lesson/the next day. Read page 1. Ensure pupils understand where are they going, why, where was Mum left,  Mums name, how girl is feeling.
	In pairs annotate picture from P 1 : Mom’s feelings and narrators feelings. Ask pupils to look for clues in the picture so they can justify their reason. 

Take feedback: ’I think she is feeling because…’ 

Now group children in mixed ability fours to think about what the possible ending of the story will be. What might happen when Mom and Narrator get to Vietnam? Where might they go? What might they find out? Who might they meet? What happened to Mom’s family? 

It can help to assign roles to pupils to help them work together. They need to think about: Which characters will be there? What will they be doing/saying/thinking/feeling? 
Each group creates a freeze-frame for their ending. Use white boards or laminated thought/speech bubbles to record speech, thoughts and feelings. 

	Groups present their freeze frames and any bubbles they have written. Class ask questions. Teacher photographs with digital camera and stores on computer. 
Self Evaluation Question: What did you enjoy about creating the freeze frames?

	Learning Intention: to plan a storyboard

Recall yesterday’s freeze frames. Show picture on page 2. Think, pair talk and share: what is happening in the picture? Read page 2. What new things do we learn about Mom? What do we learn about Vietnam ? Link Kuan Yin with other faiths.

Draw out importance of kite? e.g. What do children want to know about the kite /What part might it have in the story ? 

Look again at picture of toddler. What do class think now? Have their views changed? why/why not?
Introduce the idea of a story board for story. Teacher models by thinking aloud about the first frame: what to include.


	Teacher takes suggestions from class.   About what to include in other frames and models possibilities. Refer back to what class has learned so far.  Display this for class with structure for board, (example board 1. getting ready to go, 2. arriving where ? what do they see ? what is Vietnam like ? what do they feel ?

3 where do they go ? who do they meet ? what are the people like ? 4. what do they find aout about the kite ? who tells them ? What do Mon and narrator do ? 5 Who are the most imprtant people in the story ? What do they learn about Mom’s family ? 6. Use freeze frames for last frame. 

In pairs talk about story boards and plan on whiteboards (Pair fluent speakers of Eng with beginners who share same 1st language) pair ‘able’ pupils with pupils who need support.

Pupils design their own story board using prompts.
	Self Evaluation Question: What did you find tricky about planning a story board?
Two groups present freeze frames to class. Give other groups a chance to present later in the day. Introduce question ahead of tomorrow: Why did Mom leave Vietnam ?

	Learning Intention: to discuss a character’s dilemma

Read book up to page with boy pointing to Tran Quang Trai’s house ‘the boy smiles and points to the second house’.

Recap on what we know now, throughout the reading. (Especially about picture of toddler with kite.) Re: learning Vietnamese : draw on children’s experiences of languages other than English, who can speak another language, when, to whom ?  Re markets : draw out children’s’ experiences of markets here and in other countries they have visited

Recap question from yesterday, what might it have been like for Mom when she left Vietnam? Why did she have to leave? Ask class for suggestions. 
Talk about reasons why people leave the country/place they live. Focus on people having to flee from where they live because of danger. Show class the picture by Said Abdi Said and text by Sheikh. Read to children. Ask the children to define the word dilemma: what could the difficult decision be for the people in this picture and text?
	Give the class 10 minute to work in pairs to discuss their responses to the picture and text. What does the picture make them feel? Why are these people making the journey? Why was the journey dangerous? What is the dilemma that they face? Ask children to report their partner’s ideas (it made my partner feel…). 

Share their responses to picture and text with the class. Share their questions. 
In pairs, find Vietnam on a map of the world and find Somalia, What other countries border each? Think of one thing they want to find out about Somalia and one thing they want to find out about Vietnam. 

Teacher pools questions and displays. These can be picked up in other parts of the curriculum (eg Geog of countries/languages/history)
	Self Evaluation Question: What helped you learn about the character’s dilemma?
What do the children think Tran Quang Tai will have to say ? What are Mom/narrator thinking/feeling just before they enter the house ? Record and display

	Learning Intention: to explain the problem giving reasons

Re set scene refer to predictions, thoughts and feelings. Read Tran Quang Tai’s dilemma (penultimate page of text) and show picture. 
Discuss with class, what have they discovered? (highlight that we now know Mom’s birth name). What do they think of his decision? What reasons did he give for leaving Le Duc Lan at the orphanage? What else could he have done? Recap the term ‘dilemma’ What do the class feel about the decision made in the book? 

Teacher models overheard conversation with other adult or pupilas opposite (1) with additional adult or takes both roles. Who said what, what reasons were given?
	In groups discuss reasons why Tran Quang Tai left Le Duc Lan. Two pairs role play an overheard conversation between Tran Quang Tai and his sister/friend/wife. Each pair present role play to the other pair. As above except Tran Quang Tai decides to keep Le Duc Lan. (Pairs can show role play to class if time permits). Each group writes a summary of the reasons

Teacher with a group needing support could model a second overheard conversation in which Tran Quang Tai decides to keep Le Duc Lan.
Set up conscience alley. Divide class into two long lines facing each other. Choose child to be Tran Quang Tai. Teacher to support child to get in to role. One side gives reasons why Tran Quang Tai should take the baby to an orphanage, the other gives reasons why Tran Quang Tai should keep the baby.
	Self Evaluation Question: What really made you think when you were explaining the problem or coming up with reasons?

	Learning Intention: to write an alternative ending

Recap on the alternate ending pupils had included in their story boards/freeze frames. Explain that they are going to write an ending to the story. They need to think about who would be in it. What they would say, how they would feel. What as writers they want the reader to feel.

Teacher models an ending. Thinking aloud to highlight process. Teacher displays annotated ending. 

Teacher asks pupils to make suggestions about how her ending could have been improved. Teacher thinks aloud about possible improvements. 


	Pupils work on their own endings with guidelines (scaffold as appropriate with writing frames/picture prompts/ sentence starters for characters/thought and feeling bubbles to support newer bilingual learners/other pupils needing support)

Pupils pair up to share their work. Read out/talk about. Pupils suggest improvements for each other. 

Pupils continue with writing activity and complete. 
	Pupils read out their endings. Class gives feedback and constructive criticism.

Teacher reads last page of Journey Home. Class discuss What is home for them?
Self Evaluation Question: What did you enjoy about creating your own ending?


The children can participate in the following linked activities outside of ‘Literacy’ time:

 a) Making a kite that shows who they are. Make a class display (encourage them to write words in any languages other than English that they know). Ask children to say how they made their kite to represent themselves (e.g. I chose to draw … because…). 

b) Painting/drawing of a dangerous journey for them (real or imaginary). Encourage the children to tell the class about their pictures.
c) ‘Home is..’ collage/painting/poem (These can be displayed and shared with the class.)
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
