	 


TURKISH, KURDISH & CYPRIOT WEEK

This literacy plan is designed to compliment the Turkish story 'Hodja and the Mixed up Feet' on the BBC website http://www.bbc.co.uk/cbeebies/stories/world/hodja.shtml?page2    It has been designed for Y3, Y4 and Y5 classes.  The learning objectives and outcomes are taken from the Renewed Framework for literacy (http://www.standards.dfes.gov.uk/primaryframeworks/literacy/) .  

The plan will need to be annotated and adapted for your class/year.  Teachers may include appropriate word and sentence level objectives for this week.

The unit is purposely linked to Turkish, Kurdish & Cypriot Week. It explores the traditional Turkish folktale character, Hodja and the Turkish setting. During this week;
· Children become familiar with the traditional Turkish tale 'Hodja and the Mixed up Feet'

· Children use drama strategies to explore the story  

· Children recount an incident from the story maintaining a first-person viewpoint 

· Children write a descriptive setting of the story drawing on images of Turkey

Strand 4: Drama  

To use freeze-frame to show an understanding of the story

	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) 

Teacher input and key questions   

Read the story 'Hodja and the Mixed up Feet' on the bbc website http://www.bbc.co.uk/cbeebies/stories/world/hodja.shtml?page2 . If there is a Turkish speaker in the class, the story can be told bilingually. Identify the main character, Hodja. What kind of person is Hodja? What other folktale characters does he remind you of? (e.g Anansi). Look at the organisation of the story and research background information, for example about the country where the story is set and link to TKC  Week. Discuss characters: compare customs, beliefs, etc., with children's own.
  
	  

  

Collect other Hodja Nasreddin stories  

	Independent and guided work 
 In mixed ability groups, chn to map the story in a sequence of freeze frames, using the pictures (see attached resources) as a prompt. 

	

	Plenary 

Groups to perform their story sequence of freeze frames. Class to comment on sequencing and structure and effects.

	Day 2  

Strand 4: Drama 

To create roles showing how behaviour can be interpreted from different viewpoints (through hot-seating)
	  -I can recount the story in different ways 

-I can work in role 

-I can formulate questions for the characters

	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) 

Teacher input and key questions 

 

Reread 'Hojda and the Mixed up Feet' and challenge children to recount it in different ways. Model Hot-seating with teacher in Hodja's role.  Children to ask questions. Use Question Frame (see attached resources) as a prompt.
	

	Independent and guided work 

 Work in pairs as two characters(one as Hodja and one as a child at the pond) from the story. Pairs to take turns in hot-seating each other.   

  
	

	Plenary 

  Choose a 'Hojda' and a 'Child from the pond' to be hot-seated by the whole class.  Discuss what kind of character Hodja is. Why did he react the way he did? What do we know about him?

To write a letter in the first person using conjunctions to establish cohesion within paragraphs

	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) 

Teacher input and key questions 

Demonstrate how to write a letter in role as a different character, giving a first-person account of events. Revise layout and conventions of informal letters. Model using conjunctions to link ideas within the opening paragraph.  Ask children to take on a different role and compose their own letters. 

  
	

	Independent and guided work  
Children to write a letter in the role of the character they were hotseated in during yesterday's session. They may choose who they are writing to (e.g friend/member of the family).  Children to use picture prompts (see attached resources) and a words list of conjunctions if necessary. 
  
	

	Plenary 
Choose children to read their letter aloud. Class to appraise against the success criteria and give examples.

	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) 

Teacher input and key questions 

   Show and read the opening page of the story as a starting point for creating a descriptive setting of the story. What do we know about the setting? Is there much description of the setting in the story opening? You are going to develop this over the next two days. Show the photographs of Turkish countryside (http://www.balsoy.com/Turkiye/inpictures/ ).

  Ask children to imagine the scene, using all their senses and noting descriptive words and phrases.  Make notes of the ideas that children suggest on a mindmap. Highlight the importance of adjectives and comparisons (e.g-the green, lush grass. The pond sparked like a clear crystal) 
	

	Independent and guided work  
In mixed ability groups, children to use the planning frame/mindmap (copied onto A3 paper) to plan their descriptive setting. Children to use pictures as a stimulus. Chn may write words/phrases/draw pictures for each of the five senses.

	

	Plenary 
One child from each group (the presenter) to move to the next group  and talk them through the mindmap. Children from the new group to ask the presenter questions to clarify the mindmap.

	Shared reading and writing (15 minutes) word/sentence level work (15 minutes) 

Teacher input and key questions 
Using a group mindmap from yesterday, explicitly model how to turn one branch of the mindmap into a written descriptive setting.  In pairs, chn to write the next sentence on mini-whiteboards. Have you used adjectives? Did you hear an example of a comparison? Share and edit. Repeat this process with another branch of the mindmap.
	  

	Independent and guided work 

 Using their group mindmap from yesterday, children to independently write a descriptive setting of ‘Hodja and the mixed up feet’ using the photo prompts.
 
	

	Plenary 

Choose children to read their descriptive settings. Class to appraise and offer two things they liked and one thing that could be even better (two stars and a wish). What have you learnt about Turkey? Ask children to recount their own experiences of visiting Turkey. What have you found out about Hodja? Encourage children to research Hodja for homework.
