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Nasreddin Hodja-1208-2008
The legendary Nasreddin Hodja lived in Anatolia, Turkey. He was born in the village of Hortu in Sivrihisar, Eskisehir in 1208 and then settled in Aksehir, Konya. 
The ‘International Nasreddin Hodja Festival’ is held in Aksehir between July 5 -10.

2008 marks the 800th anniversary of the birth of Nasreddin Hodja, the Turkish folk philosopher and humorist. His name, Nasreddin, spelled Nasrettin in Turkish, is preceded by Mulla or followed by Hodja.  Mulla is the title given to the wise man and Hodja means teacher in Turkish.  
A series of literacy activities have been designed around the Hodja Nasreddin story The First Banquet.  The teaching and learning activities are divided into Speaking and Listening Activities and Reading and Writing Activities.  
The teaching and learning activities are all based around the story The First Banquet and can be adapted for any of the Hodja Nasreddin stories.  They can be adapted to suit the age range. 
The Speaking & Listening Activities are designed for mixed ability groupings.  The Reading & Writing Activities will need differentiating for the pupils.
