If successful you will be notified within 2 weeks and the money will be allocated to your school.  There are at least 20 awards available for Hackney Schools this term.  Schools are advised to submit action plans as soon as possible to avoid disappointment.  The attached short report highlights some of the success stories from last year’s scheme.
