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Global Action Plan – Action on Waste

Secondary Schools

Action on Waste helps secondary schools and colleges to save resources, save money and to create stimulating learning by involving pupils, teachers and all members of the school community. The aim is to reduce waste, increase recycling and raise awareness about environmental issues in London.

Action on Waste provides schools with fun, simple and effective ways to:

· helps students to reduce waste and increase recycling in school

· encourage school students to become actively involved in the environmental decision making of the school community 

· deliver elements of the Citizenship curriculum

· encourage family environmental action within the home, through capital waste learning’s teaching resource

· save money on stationery costs and school utility bills (depending on contract)

A lead teacher is appointed and an Action Team is drawn from the entire school community – from students to teachers, parents to governors. They are trained to carry out the project over three terms, with ongoing support from Global Action Plan and wherever possible, from locally trained volunteers.
Action on Waste contains the following elements:

· An initial environmental audit

· A communication campaign including a launch event. 

· A second audit to measure improvements – schools have reduced their waste by an average of 40%

· A celebration of the school’s achievements and the presentation of a United Nations certificate.
