	· Have a developing awareness of their own needs, views and feelings and be sensitive to the needs, views and feelings of others.

· Work as part of a group, taking turns and sharing fairly.

· Find out about past and present events in their own lives and in those of other people.

· Find out about the use of technology, and use information and communication technology to support their learning.

· Recognise and explore how sounds can be changed, sing simple songs from memory and make movements to music.

	Activities
	· Think about the ways other people help them, and discuss ways they can help each other.

· Interview people in school who help them.

· Work together on a book about ‘People who help us at school’.

· Children to make ‘Thank You’ cards – share with the class, tell them who it is for and why.

· Take turns in the role play area – take on a range of caring roles. 
	· Use information books to find out about animals – what they eat, where they live etc.

· Discuss their own pets –how do they care for them? What do they need?

· What sort of animals make good pets? Why?

· Visit to a city farm.

· Use the internet to find out about animals’ and about people who help us (e.g. the fire service, hospitals).

· Invite in parents/carers to talk about their jobs (firefighter, nurse).


	· Follow KS1 scheme for movement and games.

· Outdoor play – finding ways of moving like different animals – link to animal rhymes and stories (e.g. Walking Through the Jungle).

· Make a model farm using a range of materials – construction equipment, junk boxes, clay/plasticine for animals.

· Make hinged animal puppets from card.


	· Use a range of painting techniques to make pictures of animals.

· Experiment with different textures to make animal  collages.

· Make life-size paintings/collages of people who help us – firefighter, nurse.

· Set up different role play areas – e.g. firestation, hospital, school office.

· Experiment with a range of instruments to make animal noises.

· Listen to a range of music and make animal movements in time to the music.

· Learn and sing a range of songs related to animals.
