The Plans
All planning needs to be flexible and responsive to children’s needs as well as offering what you want them to learn and find out about.  Planning also needs to be evaluated regularly across the areas of learning to ensure it is helping all children to make progress.

The Long term plan should:
· Cover the areas and aspects of learning to which all children are entitled (reference guide) often over the year or over the time child is in setting

· Link with FS1 (Nursery) planning

· Show the aspects that are happening all the time (eg dispositions and attitudes)
