(working with PITCH)
	KEEPING IN TIME

(working with PULSE & RHYTHM)

	EXPLORING DIFFERENT VOICES: 

and finding a singing voice


	FEEL THE BEAT: 

in movement and action

	JOIN IN: 

Pitch match against other voices. In a group, controlling starting note.
	KEEP A BEAT:

at different speeds, with a group.

	INNER HEARING: 

Internalise simple songs.
	RECOGNISE RHYTHMS: 

reproduce rhythm patterns of simple songs and rhymes (voice/body percussion)

	HIGH AND LOW: 

(The Shape of a Song). Hear the difference and mark with movement and large gesture.
	EXPLORE SOUNDS ON INSTRUMENTS: 

and keep a beat using a hand held percussive instrument.

	SOLO SINGING: 

Internalising or memorising songs, use of echo, call/response and dialogue songs.
	PULSE & RHYTHM: 

Know the difference. Hold an independent part, using hands / body percussion (in groups, then solo)

	LOUD & SOFT: 

Sing with control, expression and accuracy.
	RESTS: 

Recognise and mark “rests” in rhythm patterns. 

RECOGNISE RHYTHMS drawn or written as SYMBOLS

	INDEPENDENT PARTS: 

Maintain an independent part 

a) In a large group

b) In smaller groups singing rounds or canons.
	PHRASING: 

recognise and perform repeating patterns from songs.

	COMBINING SKILLS: 

(Multi tasking!) Combine songs sung in unison with Pulse and Rhythm.
	METER: 

Hear and mark the first beat in a bar.

	USING INSTRUMENTS: 

move simple songs onto chime bars, metallaphones and xylophones. Add Bass lines and ostinatos.
	USING INSTRUMENTS: 

move rhythms onto small percussion instruments, claves, shakers, drums etc.
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
