Guide for downloading videos and audios
The most reliable way to view the videos/listen to audios posted on this website is to download them onto the hard drive of your computer and view them from there.

First, create a folder into which you will save the video/audio file and make a note of its location (example: Desktop / Video folder).

Next, find the video/audio title you want to see. 
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                                              right-click on the audio/video title and a menu will appear: 
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From the menu select the option ‘Save Target as….’, this will open a ‘Save as’ window. Find and open the folder you created earlier and click ‘Save’. 

The video/audio file will then be transferred to your computer; the transfer may take several minutes. To view the video/hear audio simply find the file and double-click on it. (Remember to connect speakers and turn them on!) 

If you have a CD burner on your computer you can burn the video/audio files to CD for viewing on other computers.

If your school computers are networked you may have to arrange the video transfers via your ICT technician.
