Exit Strategy for PLSU

Although it is not something that any of us want to happen experience has taught us that we need to have a clear exit strategy for children who find that the Unit doesn’t meet their academic or emotional needs. With this in mind we have devised what we consider to be a fair policy for the transition of a child from attendance at the Unit back to full time mainstream class attendance.

The Process

Every child who enters the PLSU signs a contract. They agree to a series of rules when they sign the contract. Those rules are as follows:

A. To follow the rules of the PLSU (which are agreed upon by the children in each PLSU)

B. To take responsibility for his or her own behaviour.

C. To try hard in each session and always do his or her best.

D. To work with others in the PLSU and treat everyone with respect.

E. To discuss progress and concerns with the PLSU manager.

F. To behave appropriately on any visits outside the PLSU.

G. To use the strategies, developed in the PLSU, when in the home school classroom.

H. To be responsible for completing and returning homework on the required day. 

These rules must be adhered to as strictly as possible if all the children are to benefit from their time at the PLSU.

To break the contract consistently and regularly shows a lack of commitment to the ethos of the PLSU and could eventually result in the removal of the child from the PLSU.

Step 1. If the child breaks their contract, reaches 4 or more warnings, on 3 or more days during 2 consecutive weeks we will contact the parents and arrange a meeting either at the PLSU or at the child’s home. In that meeting we will discuss strategies for helping the child. We will also inform the school of our impending meeting and the reasons for it. 2 wk. period
Step 2. If the behaviour continues for a third week, at the end of that week we will schedule another appointment with the parents of the child and their home school representative to explain that the child is now going to be placed on “probation”. This means that he or she must make a concerted effort, with our help, to change his or her attitude and behaviour if he or she intends to remain at the PLSU. During this week the parents will be invited to come into the PLSU to see if they can identify any preventable reasons for their child’s behaviour. 1 wk.

Step 3. At the end of the first probationary week, if the behaviour has not improved, the child’s parents will be asked to come in to the PLSU to spend time with their child. It is important that the child sees us all working together for his or her benefit. Hopefully we can use this time to also try again to come up with a solution to the problems that the child is experiencing.  2 wk. Probation

Step 4. The sixth week of the process will give us all a chance to try to put into place any strategies that we have come up with for helping the child to succeed at the PLSU. If we are unsuccessful this will also be the child’s final week at the PLSU
