ADINKRA SYMBOLS


	Anansi the spider is in many folk tales. He is a clever trickster and is a symbol of wisdom.
	Cola nuts are grown and eaten in Ghana. They may be offered to welcome visitors. They represent hospitality.
	This symbol reminds us to try to understand each other and to settle arguments.
	This symbolises co-operation between people.

	Ferns can grow in very dry weather and poor soil. They represent working through problems.
	This symbol reminds us to work for the good of everyone, and not to be selfish.
	Laws and rules apply to everyone. This symbol represents justice and fairness for all.
	For many years men, women and children were taken away from Ghana as slaves. They were handcuffed and this symbol reminds us that slavery is always wrong.

	The crocodile lives both in water and on the land. It represents adaptability.
	The teeth and the tongue work together and are both important. They represent people and countries depending on each other.
	The fofoo plant is greedy and jealous of its neighbours. This symbol teaches us to be happy with what we have.
	In Ghana only rich people can afford to buy Mercedes cars. So this symbol represents ambition and hopes for a secure future.
