Literacy:


Create a PowerPoint presentation about Ghana.

ENTRY POINTS:

ICT:


Create repeat patterns using symbol designs.


Use the Internet to research Ghana/Adinkra patterns.


Create a Power-point presentation about Ghana.








Art/ Design & Technology:


Look at some Adinkra symbols. Match the symbols with their names and meanings.


Pupils consider their own backgrounds/interests/values etc and design their own symbol. Create a printing tile and use designs to create a whole class banner.


Discuss some ideas around the meanings associated with colours. Overlap symbols to create an abstract pattern.


Use symbols within a self-portrait [make a collage incorporating a piece of printed fabric.]


Explore Anansi stories through artwork/comic strips etc.





History/ Geography:


Look at the world map and identify Ghana. 


Compare and contrast Ghana and Britain:


 They share the same line of longitude [the zero meridian].


Play memory game with statements about/photos of Ghana and Britain


Identify true/false statements


Create fact sheets.


Create a PowerPoint presentation.


Look at the daily life of a Ghanaian child [e.g. Anusibuno].


Investigate cocoa fair-trade issues.
