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YEAR 4 TOPIC WEB BASED ON ‘PERSEUS TURNING PHINEAS AND HIS FOLLOWERS TO STONE’ BY GIORDANO



ENTRY POINT:


Visit the National Gallery


Class discussion about painting.


Pupils annotate a copy of the painting [What can they see? What do they think is going on? Add speech/thought bubbles/ further questions]

LITERACY:


Create story maps using a set of pictures as prompts to tell the story of Perseus and Andromeda and the events that lead up to the scene in the painting.


Pupils construct and re-tell oral stories using story maps as prompts.


Pupils consider characters further and compile adjectives to describe main characters and settings.


Pupils write versions of the story. Focus on story structure/openings/time connectives/description.


Read and re-tell other Greek myths.





Speaking & Listening:


Paired talk about the painting.


Oral story telling.


Drama/freeze frame to create the scene in the painting.


Developed further by creating a freeze-frame of ‘before’ and ‘after’ the scene. Pupils create drama to connect each scene.


Further possibilities:


Play- scripts


Recounts


Newspaper reports.





ICT

Use the internet to research the life of the artist Luca Giordano.


Take digital photos of pupils posing as characters in the painting. Use as the starting point for a digital collage.








HISTORY:


Pupils investigate the Ancient Greeks or Romans. Explore how the Romans adopted and adapted some of the Ancient Greek myths.





ART:


Observational drawing of coils of rope/pictures of snakes


Paint mixing to match snake skin tones


Observational drawing of human faces looking at proportion/scale


Construction of 3D Medusa heads using newspaper/papier-mâché.


Pupils make drawings based on figures in the painting. Mix paint to create skin tones/ shades of grey to paint figures turning into stone.


Make moving figure sculptures using modelling wire/ newspaper/ mod-roc.


Take digital photos of pupils posing as characters in the painting. Use as the starting point for a collage.
