Literacy:


Use freeze frame/ role play/ thought tracking /hot seating techniques


Create a comic strip to show before and after.


Compare and contrast the painting with another of the same subject e.g. St George and the Dragon by Tintoretto.


Re-tell the story from a different points of view e.g. the Dragon’s story


Narrative writing 


Diaries


Newspaper reports


Recounts





Music:


Compose music based on the painting. 


[Link to dance/drama.]


Create a soundtrack.


Explore using tuned and un-tuned instruments to represent different characters.





Design and Technology:


Make moving pictures to illustrate the scene using levers etc.


Make a pop-up version of the story.


Make dragons controlled by a pneumatic system.








Art:


Create a large frieze to re-tell the story.


Observational drawing of toy dragons/ armour [museum loan?]


Use the National Gallery website to zoom in on a detail in the painting and enlarge it as a drawing, collage or painting.


Design a dragon and use to create paintings/ collages etc


Make 3D dragons


Take digital photos of pupils in character- use in a collage.


Make armour.


Investigate coats of arms etc.


Explore paint mixing to create sky/weather pictures.


Draw using perspective.





History/ Geography:


Where did St George come from? Investigate Libya/ Middle East.


What other countries have George as a patron saint?


George is wearing medieval armour, research knights in armour.


Look at Dragon symbolism in different cultures e.g. In the West dragons are symbols of evil whereas in China the dragon is a noble animal that represents the emperors.


The painting features a whirlwind/tornado, investigate clouds- compare artistic representations with photos /satellite images.








Maths:


Investigate perspective and proportion. [Paolo Ucello was a keen student of Geometry and perspective].


Look at the patterns on the dragon’s wings, explore circles/ symmetry etc.
