The Ancient Greeks





Literacy:


Create story maps using a set of pictures as prompts to tell the story of [Bacchus] Dionysus and Ariadne and the events that lead up to the scene in the painting. [Bacchus and Ariadne by Titian]


Pupils construct and re-tell oral stories using story maps as prompts.


Pupils consider characters further and compile adjectives to describe main characters and settings.


Pupils write versions of the story. Focus on story structure/openings/time connectives/description.


Further possibilities:


Play- scripts


Recounts


Newspaper reports.





Write museum labels for pots made in art.





ENTRY POINTS:


Mind map: What do we know about The Greeks? [Return to this to update throughout topic.] Create a question tree: What we would like to find out.


Visit the British Museum/National Gallery


Study ‘Bacchus and Ariadne’ by Titian.


Pupils annotate a copy of the painting [pairs/small groups].


Use archaeology activities.


Introduce the Greeks through studying artefacts.

Create PowerPoint presentations about The Greeks.








Art/ Design & Technology:


Make clay coil/pinch pots. Decorate with faces or scenes from Greek myths.


Draw different shaped pots. Cut out and decorate with scenes from Greek myths.


Create card templates and use to cut out different coloured pots and make a collage. [See ‘Pottery’ by Patrick Caulfield � HYPERLINK "http://www.tate.org.uk" �www.tate.org.uk� ]


Look at ‘Bacchus and Ariadne’ by Titian [www.nationalgallery.co.uk]. Investigate movement. Draw moving figures from the painting or from photos.


Create moving figure sculptures using modelling wire/ newspaper/masking tape/mod-roc. 


Look at the Medusa mosaic. 


Draw a Medusa’s head using paint/oil pastels mixing different colours carefully. Collect and sort different coloured papers and use to make a large Medusa mosaic.


Create 3D Medusa heads using papier-mâché.


Make Greek helmets/shields.


Design and make Dionysus’ chariot.


Make pop-up books about Greek Gods and Goddesses.











History/ Geography:


Archaeology:


Play the dustbin game.


Work like archaeologists to sort and put a broken pot/cup/plate back together.


Look pictures of Greek artefacts. Record ideas about what they are, what they were used for and what they tell us about Greek life.


Investigate Greek pots. Study the different shapes, match pots with function. What do they tell us about life in Ancient Greece?


Create a timeline.


Look at the world map and identify where Greece is. Investigate what Greece is like today.
