Literacy:


Look at examples of Indian art that re-tell the story


Use freeze frame/ role play/ thought tracking /hot seating techniques to investigate the different characters.


Re-tell the story from a different points of view e.g. Hanuman’s story


Narrative writing

Use puppets to re-tell the story of Rama and Sita.


Create a comic strip to show some of the key events.


Write newspaper reports on Rama’s battle with the Demon king.














Music:


Compose music based on the painting.

Create a soundtrack.


Explore using tuned and un-tuned instruments to represent different characters.





Design and Technology:


Make moving pictures to illustrate different scenes from the story of the Rama and Sita using levers etc.


Make a pop-up book to re-tell the story.


Design and make a chariot for the Demon King.


Design and make puppets e.g.


Hand-puppets.


Papier-mâché heads with fabric bodies.


Use digital photos of pupils to create stick puppets with pupils as the characters.


Create a model theatre.


Design and make puppets and stage sets for a modern re-telling.


Shadow puppets with moving puppets made from card and split pins.














Art:


Make Diva lamps with clay.


Create Rangoli patterns.


Create a large frieze to re-tell the story of Rama and Sita.


Create collages to illustrate different scenes from the story. 


Make large collages of the different characters in the Rama and Sita story.


Make sculptures of Ravana the 10 headed demon king.


Explore Hindu/Sikh symbols through observational drawing/ print making.


Use withie sticks to make Diwali lanterns.











Maths:


Design and make board games to re-tell the story of Rama and Sita.


Investigate symmetry in Rangoli patterns.
