The Muslim Community and the mosque. 





Literacy:


Look at stories from the life of the prophet Mohammed.


Create a comic strip to show some of the key events.


Write newspaper reports on events from Mohammed’s life.


Produce a leaflet –a visitor’s guide to a mosque.














ICT:


Use art package to create repeat pattern designs.


Scan in pupil tile designs. Use an art package to add colour and explore repeat designs.


Use the internet to research mosque design and architecture. Use cut and paste to create a word document or PowerPoint presentation.





Design and Technology:


Produce a labelled floor plan for a mosque, include notes on what each room is used for.


Look at pictures of mosques. Study the design features. Construct 3D mosques using card.











Art:


Look at some Islamic tile designs. Make drawings and sketches. 


Find examples of pattern in natural forms e.g. flowers/leaves/shells etc. Make observational drawings.


Use drawings as a starting point for designing a printing tile.


Print onto paper/fabric.


Use prints in a collage.


Explore Islamic and other religious symbols. Overlap to create abstract patterns.


Investigate Islamic calligraphy.


Examine a prayer mat and its pattern with the children; ask them to design their own. 


Look at posters of famous mosques, and then discuss architecture as an art form.








Maths:


Investigate circles, triangles, squares and hexagons; identify lines of symmetry as well as reflective and rotational symmetry. 


Use a compass to draw and build up patterns.


Investigate tessellating shapes.
