Judaism / Sukkot





Literacy:


Re-tell the story of the exodus from Egypt.


Create a comic strip to show some of the key events.


Look at a painting e.g. Poussin ‘The Adoration of the Golden Calf’ [National Gallery]


Use as the starting point for writing e.g. Narrative writing 


Diaries


Newspaper reports








Music:


Compose music based on the painting. 


[Develop into dance & drama?]


Create a soundtrack.


Explore using tuned and un-tuned instruments to represent different characters.





Design and Technology:


Make moving pictures to illustrate different scenes from the story of the journey of the Jewish people using levers etc.


Make a pop-up version of the story.


Build Sukkot shelters.





Art:


Make drawings of objects associated with Sukkot e.g. leaves/ fruit. 


Investigate the symbolism:


[Palm= spine


Willow=lips


Myrtle=eyes


Citron=heart.] 


Create abstract patterns using symbols.


Use symbols to create printing tiles. 


Print fabric to hang from class shelters.


Construct 3D fruit using withie sticks/ papier-mâché.


Create a large frieze to re-tell the story of the journey of the Jewish people.


Create symbols for different stages of the journey e.g. 


Golden calf


Plague of frogs


Burning bush


10 commandments


Crossing the red sea


Land of milk and honey


Explore symbols through observational drawing/ print making








Geography:


Look at maps. Plot the Israelites journey out of Egypt.











Maths:


Design and make board games to re-tell the story of the exodus from Egypt.


Investigate rotating triangles to create the Jewish Star of David.
