	


TARGET STATEMENTS FOR WRITING
This document consolidates the NLS Target Statements for Writing with the QCA Strands in order to support teachers in using the QCA SATs to set appropriate targets. They also give a ‘Child-friendly’ version of each target for children and their parents to understand and use.

Note:

1 Some of the targets have been split into more than one target in the child friendly version. 
2 The targets in bold are the key targets that will move the children’s writing forward most significantly. It is suggested that these are prioritised when selecting targets.

3 The terminology used in the child friendly version of the targets fits with the Technical Vocabulary List in the NLS folder: i.e. the word ‘story’ is used until Year 4 when ‘Narrative’ is used.

· In non-fiction, attempt to interest, instruct, persuade or amuse the reader.

· Use paragraphs to structure plot, by shifting paragraphs for change of time, scene, action, mood or person.

· In non-fiction, elaborate the basic structures of text types in order to make writing more effective in relation to audience and purpose.

· Interest the reader through, for instance, including the narrator’s viewpoint, the use of humour, gaining suspense through delay, or by the use of specific detail.

· Adapt writing to be concise and clear, and use an impersonal style.

· I can show the reader how a character looks, reacts talks and behaves, instead of telling them.

· I can use my setting to help create a mood for my writing and show when it is changing.

· Relate events logically so that writing is coherent and provides good coverage of the main topic.
· Use the range of different types of connectives to write coherently.

· Keep writing lively, to interest, inform or persuade the reader through, for example, the ways in which characters or events are developed and commented upon or by providing persuasive reasons with examples.
	· I use the same tense throughout my writing, unless a change is needed.

·  When I use pronouns, I can make it clear who they are referring to.    
· I can use connecting phrases and words that are suitable for the text I am writing.

· I can write so my writing is finished in the time I have been given

· I can make my characters in my narratives really interesting by what they say, the actions they do and the way they react with each other.
· When I write non fiction, I organise my writing well, and present my information clearly.

· When I write non-fiction, I write a good conclusion that really interests the reader and makes them think about what I have written.
· I can use paragraphs so the structure (organisation) of my writing is clear.
· I can link the different events and sections in my writing so that it fits together well and everything I needed to write is included.
