TEXT LEVEL WORK

· Tell and discuss with pupils objectives for this piece of work

· Talk about the pictures, predict what may be happening in the pictures, relationships between children, the kinds of things they do when they get together with other children

· Read chant to and with pupils, discuss theme, structure of verses, rhyme

· Sing and clap a rhythm with pupils

· Talk about rhymes they know and use in playground

· Use experience of stories, poems and simple recounts as a basis for independent writing, e.g. retelling, substitution, extension, and through shared composition with adults.

WORD WORK 

Reading letters to represent the sounds a-z ,

bed, red, back, blue, fly pink, kite,  kiss, inky, yellow, white, love

SENTENCE LEVEL WORK

Use capitals at start of own name, look at and discuss use of capitals at start of verses while the second word in lower case

ACTIVITIES

Tape for pupils to learn

Point to colours in text in the classroom 

Do a frieze of different  of the colours using objects and people in the chant
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
