	Warm-up to theatre:

Use photos/pictures of Shakespeare's stage to stimulate discussion (paired work)

Read opening metaphor: 'All the World's a stage' 

Discuss meaning 

Perform in different ways: 

· Declaim

· bellow

· Whisper

· Shopping list etc

· Discuss effects
	Recap 'adverbs'– terminology and use

Refer to previous activity. 

Make a list of the words which describe the different ways the metaphor was performed (whisper, bellow etc)

Identify that these are powerful verbs.

Explain that we can also express the same idea using 'a verb and an adverb.

e.g. whisper = say quietly

      bellow = say loudly

are they the same? Can we improve them using an adverbial phrase?

E.g. 'say it in a voice like thunder'

Generate additional adverbs (paired work- orally or on whiteboards)

Perform metaphor again – using different adverbs. Compare the difference.
	See separate plans
	Paired work – performing metaphor in different moods/manner using list

Children could generate other 'adverbs' for each other to guess 

Please note: you may decide to have 1 or 2 groups performing this task
	Share metaphors – other pupils guess manner and explain reasons. Identify adverbs.

(2 could be presented to the whole group and then each pair could join with another group)

	Revisit pictures of stage; identify features of plays and scripts (paired work) - stress what happens beneath the lines - the dramatic action.

Drama: playscripts (see attached notes)

Act out a simple event e.g. ‘coming down for breakfast’ 

Improvise and verbalise the event. Generate dialogue/script
	Return to list of adverbs generated yesterday. Discuss the impact of changing the way the characters say their lines using different adverbs. Add more to the list.

Perform the playscript, changing the way the characters say their lines (refer to list prepared yesterday)

Discuss effect. 
	
	Paired work: perform the event.

· decide on a mood (refer to adverbs)

· say events, 

· perform event

· change mood and repeat


	Share playscripts

Children identify mood and give reasons.

Identify what happens beneath the lines.

Recap the features of playscripts.

	Pupils write the play script for the plays they performed yesterday.


	Share scripts - evaluate one together - check layout of dialogue and stage directions.

Pupils edit in pairs.

	Perform opening of play: focus on stage directions. How do the witches get on and off? How does the scene begin and end?
	Share performance in pairs. Focus pupils on the stage directions.

Record stage directions.

	Paired work: Pupils write scene 1 using list of key events and ideas from shared writing.
	Read and evaluate 1 plyscript.

Pupils read and edit in pairs (encourage them to make 1 positive comment and identify 1 improvement)

Sum up the week's work on Macbeth.

Read scene – discuss meaning and new vocab. (paired work - predicting)


Sentence level work: layout of dialogue - Look at how the dialogue is organised - compare to the palyscripts written yesterday - is it the same?

Shared writing:


Opening scene of Macbeth - recap on events and stage directions.





Demonstration: teacher records the stage directions and setting. 


Scribing: identify the key events which we must get across in the script and brainstorm words which we can use (use paired work to involve all pupils)


Write the first 2 lines in the scene. 








Shared writing: recap on playtexts from yesterday.


Sentence level: layout of dialogue - paired work - 1 pupil generates the first line the other records it as dialogue. Recap on conventions. (whiteboards)


Record as playscript. (use paired work for oral rehearsal)


Supported composition: pairs record the stage directions on whiteboards





Please note: a version of this plan was taught by an EMAS teacher and classteacher. The EMAS teacher is very experienced at teaching drama and the children are used to working in this way. If you wish to use this plan, you would need to consider which aspects of the plan would work with your class and what preparation your pupils may need.
