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 Step 2: Week 2 – lessons 4 and 5

Detailed lesson plans to support whole class and/or group phonics teaching – based on ‘Progression in Phonics’

	Step Two – initial sounds
	Week 2 – lesson 4 and 5

	By the end of this session the children will be able to: 

· hear and say /s/ /m/ and /k/ in initial position

· say a simple rhyming string
	Extension objective:

To write and read the graphemes ‘s’ , ‘m’ and ‘c’

	Subject knowledge:

Phoneme: sound, e.g. /s/ /m/ or /k/

Grapheme: letter(s) which represent the sound, e.g.  ‘s’ ‘m’ or ‘c’

Rhyming string: a series of words with same endings (fat, cat, rat, sat…)

	Resources:

A set of objects, some of which start with the phonemes /s/ /m/ or /k/; some of which are part of a rhyming string 

Set of letter cards (5 or 6, including ‘s’ , ‘m’ and ‘c’)

	Introduction


	Share the aims of the session

· Remind the children that they are listening to the phoneme at the beginning of the word (demonstrate ‘beginning’ using a child’s name or a known word).

· Practise the phonemes /s/ and /m/ using hand action (use expression, actions, different voices and register, etc.)

· Introduce the new phoneme /k/. explain that the letter that represents the phoneme /k/ is ‘c’. draw the letter on the board and show how it looks like a ‘curly caterpillar’. Ask the children to make ‘curly caterpillar’ while saying the /k/ phoneme. Note: you may also want to point out that the letter ‘k’ also makes the phoneme /k/

· Remind the children to listen out for the new phoneme /k/

	Review


	Step 1: pebble game

· Make up rhyming strings using a familiar words, e.g: (pig, dog, cat, cake, cow). Use an object as a visual prompt. Pass the object round: can the children add to the list?(e.g. pig, big, gig, fig, twig…) If they suggest nonsense words, accept if they fit the pattern but point out that they’re not ‘real’ words: can we think of any that are real?

· Partners: ask the children to predict another word to fit the chant

	New learning


	Step 2: game - Croaker

Explain that the puppet is finding it hard to say some words. Ask a child to pick an object out of the bag (all objects begin with the phoneme /k/, e.g. car, cow, cup) and ask children to say what it is. The puppet pronounces it incorrectly (par, sow, bup) and the children help the puppet say the word correctly, emphasising the part of the word the puppet is having difficulty with (initial sound). Repeat with 2 or 3 objects. Ask children which part of the word the puppet is getting wrong. Emphasise /k/ as initial phoneme. Play again with objects beginning with /s/ (sock, scissors, spoon) or /m/ (mirror, magnet, monkey)

· Extension: record some of the words on the board – look at the graphemes ‘s’ ‘m’ and ‘c’; the children identify and circle

	Recap and making connections


	Ask the children to tell their partner the phonemes covered in the lesson, especially the new phoneme. Can the children think of a word which rhymes with…

Step 3: Flash cards

Reveal each letter – is it ‘s’? is it ‘m’? (yes= thumbs up; no=thumbs down) – say the phoneme and the grapheme.

Remind children of the objects starting with ‘s’, ‘m’ or ‘c’

Remind the children to look carefully at the first letter in words when reading and to listen carefully to the phonemes at the beginning of the words when writing.
