	Week 1 lesson 3 



	By the end of this session the children will be able to:

Hear and say /l/ and /n/ in initial position
	Extension objective:

To write and read the graphemes /l/ and /n/

	Subject knowledge:

Alliteration: a string of words with the same initial sound: ‘lovely Lucy’, ‘naughty Natasha’

Phoneme: sound e.g /l/ /n/

Grapheme: letters which represents the phonemes e.g. ‘l’ and ‘n’

	Resources:

objects, some of which start with /l/ and /n/ (lion, laces, leaf; nut, nail, newspaper, necklace, nest) (Jingles)

other objects starting with familiar initial sounds (Match Me – 1 between 2)

Flashcards (familiar letters from Step 2: s, m, c, t, g, h) and new letters /l/ and /n/ in opaque bag (Lucky Dip)

Alphabet frieze

	Introduction


	Share the aims of the session

· Remind the children that they are listening to the phoneme at the beginning of the word (demonstrate by using a child’s name).

· Practise the phoneme /l/ using an l-shaped hand action (use expression, actions, different voices and register, etc.)

· Introduce the phoneme /n/ and remind the children to listen out for it.

· Say the phoneme and make a hand action for ‘n’ (repeat several times)

	Review


	Step 1: Match Me

· Give out one objects per pair with different but familiar initial sounds

· Ask each pair to say the name of their object and the initial phoneme

· Call out initial phonemes (one by one)

· The children hold up their object if it begins with the same phoneme.

· All the children say the phoneme.

· Repeat calling out the name of the letter 

	New learning


	Step 2: game Jingles 

Say a silly alliterative jingle, e.g. Nice Nigel notices a …Hold up two objects, one beginning with /n/, one not (necklace and teddy). Can the children identify which object you should choose to end the jingle? All children repeat the phoneme. Repeat with objects beginning with /l/, e.g. lonely lions like to lick… (lollies, doll, tiger)

· Extension: record some of the words on the board – look at the graphemes ‘n’ and ‘l’; the children identify and circle

	Recap and making connections


	Ask the children to tell their partner the new phoneme covered in the lesson.

Step 3: Lucky Dip

Select children to pick a letter from the bag and say the phoneme represented by the letter. Say the letter and pheneme. Remind the children to look carefully at the first letter in words when reading and to listen carefully to the sound at the beginning of the words to see if they can spot any beginning with ‘l’.
