	Week 1 lesson 5



	By the end of this session the children will be able to:

Hear and say /d/,/l/ and /n/ in initial position
	Extension objective:

To write and read the graphemes /l/ , /n/ and /d/

	Subject knowledge:

Alliteration: a string of words with the same initial sound: ‘dozy Daniel’, ‘naughty Natasha’

Phoneme: sound /l/ /n//d/

Grapheme: letter which represents the phoneme ‘l’ and ‘n’

	Resources:

A puppet and a bag with objects starting /l/ ,/n/ and /d/ (for Croaker)

Set of letter cards (familiar letters from Step 2: s, m, c, t, g, h) and new letters /l/,/n/, /d/ (for Flashcards)

Alphabet frieze

	Introduction


	Share the aims of the session

· Remind the children that they are listening to the phoneme at the beginning of the word (demonstrate by using a child’s name)

· Practise the phonemes /n/  and /l/ using correctly formed hand action (use expression, actions, different voices and register, etc.)

· Introduce the phoneme /d/ and remind the children to listen out for it.

	Review


	Step 1: alliteration

· Make up chants using the children’s names: Daisy dances daintily all day; Natanya’s nose is noisy now;  Lee likes looking for lollipops.

· Partners: ask the children to predict the last word of the chant.

· Use known letters and locate the letter to match each chant. ‘What phoneme is at the beginning of all those words?’ Use thumbs up (yes) thumbs down (no) to locate the grapheme. 

	New learning


	Step 2: game - Croaker

Explain that the puppet is finding it hard to say some words. Ask a child to select an object out of the bag (e.g. doll, dog, dummy, ladder, ladybird, leaf, nail, net, nest) and ask children to say what it is. The puppet pronounces it incorrectly (e.g. toll, hummy, badybird, best) and the children help the puppet say the word correctly, emphasising the part of the word the puppet is having difficulty with. Repeat with other objects. Ask children which part of the word the puppet is getting wrong. 

· Extension: record some of the words on the board – look at the graphemes ‘l’ ‘n’ and ‘d’; the children identify and circle

	Recap and making connections


	Ask the children to tell their partner the new phoneme covered in the lesson.

Step 3: Flashcards

Reveal each letter – is it ‘l’?  is it ‘n’? is it ‘d’? (yes= thumbs up; no=thumbs down) – say the phoneme and the grapheme.

Remind children of the objects starting with ‘d’, ‘l’ and ‘n’.

Remind the children to look carefully at the first letter in words when reading and to listen carefully to the sound at the beginning of the words to see if they can spot any beginning or ending with ‘d’.
