	Step three – final sounds

More initial phonemes
	Week 2 lesson 1



	By the end of this session the children will be able to: Hear and say /d/,/l/ and /n/ in initial and position
	Extension objective:

To write and read the graphemes /l/ , /n/ and /d/

	Subject knowledge:

Phoneme: sound, e.g. /l/ /n//d/

Grapheme: letters which represent the phoneme e.g. ‘l’ ,’n’ and ‘d’

Final phoneme: the final phoneme in a word (e.g. in house the final phoneme is /s/ not ‘e’)

	Resources:

Sets of letter cards ‘l’ , ‘n’, and other known letters, i.e. 5 x 6 letters (Noisy Letters)

Set of letter cards (familiar letters from Step 2: s, m, c, t, g, h) and new letters /l/,/n/, /d/

Opaque bag to put letters in (Lucky Dip)

Alphabet frieze

Set of objects with ‘l’, ‘n’ or ‘d’ at the end of the words (pin; lid; ball) (for Tray Game) 

	Introduction


	Share the aims of the session.

Remind the children that they have been listening to the phoneme at the beginning of the word (demonstrate using a known word). Practise the phonemes /n/ /l/ and /d/ using correctly formed hand action (use expression, actions, different voices and register, etc.) 

Explain that in this session they are going to listen for the sounds at the end of words – demonstrate final phoneme using a known word (cat, dad, mum or a child’s name). 

	Review


	Step 2 game – Noisy Letters

· Give all the children a card with either ‘l’ ‘n’ or ‘d’ on  it. You can introduce other phonemes as you see fit. Ask them to read the card and then hide it behind their backs.

· All the children stand and continuously make the sound of the phoneme represented on the card.

· They then walk around the classroom and group together with other children who are saying the same phoneme. 

· When they find their group they sit down and stop making the sound

· End the game by asking all the children to turn over their cards and check that they have the same letter as the other people in their group.

Extension: on the board, record the words beginning with ‘l’ ‘n’ and ‘d’; the children identify and circle the graphemes.

	New learning


	Tray Game – final sounds 

· Sit the children in a circle and place objects in the middle of the circle which end with /l/ /n/ and /d/. Name each object and emphasise the final phoneme. 

· Explain that you are going to collect objects on your tray that end with the phoneme /l/

· Ask the children to tell their partner an object which could go on the tray. 

· Nominate one pair to choose an object for the tray. Say the word and the final phoneme. 

· Repeat with the other objects

· Now explain that you are going to collect objects that end with /d/

· Repeat the above sequence for both /d/ and /n/

	Recap and making connections


	Ask them to remember one word which ends with /l/, /n/ and /d/. 

Lucky Dip

Select children to pick a letter from the bag and say the phoneme represented by the letter and the letter name. 

Remind the children to look carefully at the final letter in words when reading and to listen carefully for the initial and final sound when writing words.
