	Step three: further initial sounds; final sounds
	Week 2 lesson 3

	By the end of this session the children will be able to: Hear and say /ck/ as final phoneme
	Extension objective:

Read and write ‘ck’ as final grapheme

	Subject knowledge:

Phoneme: sound, e.g. /k/

Grapheme: letters which represent the phoneme e.g. ‘k’

Digraph: two letters representing one sound, e.g. ‘sh’, ‘ck’

	Resources:

A puppet to act as the ‘alien’ (Alien Game)

A selection of objects which end with /k/ (sock, duck, fork, clock, brick, book) (Alien Game)

Whiteboards and markers (one between two) ( Quickwrite)

Flashcards, including ‘ck’ and ‘k’

	Introduction


	Share the aims of the session.

· Remind the children that they know how to listen for the phoneme at the beginning of the word. Hold up an object (e.g. kite). Ask, What phoneme is at the beginning of the word? Do they remember what letter make sthe /k/ phoneme in kite

· Read the ‘k’ page of an alphabet book – remind the children that more words start with ‘c’ than ‘k’ but that word often end with ‘k’

· Tell the children that, in this lesson, they’re going to listen out for the /k/ phoneme at the end of a word. Hold up an object with ‘k’ at the end (e.g. book). Get the children to say it clearly, emphasizing the /k/ phoneme. 

· Repeat with an object with ‘ck’ at the end (e.g. duck).

· Write the word on the board and explain that, at the end of the word, /k/ can be written ‘ck’ as well as ‘k’.  explain the the ‘c and k’ together make the /k/ phoneme

	Review


	Quickwrite

· Say a known phoneme.

· Ask the children to write the letter on their whiteboards in pairs and then show you.

· Include the phoneme /k/ and remind the children it can be written ‘c’ or ‘ck’.

· Ask the children if they can write the /k/ phoneme which has two letters making the one sound 

	New learning


	Step 2: Alien Game

· Tell the children that the puppet is having difficulty saying words correctly. 

· He is asking them for what he wants, but he can’t quite finish the words off. Ask the children to help him.

· Show a picture of the word the puppet wants to say; tell them the owrd; then say it without the final phoneme, e.g. brick bri-, and ask the children to say the final phoneme and the whole word

· Repeat with the following words: sock, duck, fork, clock, book.

Extension: Record the words on the board. Can the children find the final phoneme? Point out that sometimes it is written ‘k’ and sometimes ‘ck’. 

	Recap and making connections


	Step 3: flashcards

Reveal each grapheme, including ‘ck’ and ‘k’. Is it /k /l /n/? (yes=thumbs up, no=thumbs down) – say the phoneme and the grapheme. Remind the children of objects beginning with /k/ (key, king,) and ending ‘k’ or ‘ck’ (book, duck). Remind the children to look carefully at the first and last letter in words when reading, and to listen carefully to the sounds at the beginning and ending of words to see if they can spot any beginning or ending ‘k’.
