	Step Three: further initial sounds; final sounds
	Week 2, lesson 5

	By the end of this session the children will be able to: hear and say /sh/ as initial phoneme

hear and say /k/, /l/, /n/, /d/ in final position
	Extension objective:

Read and write ‘sh’ as initial grapheme

	Subject knowledge:

Phoneme: the sound, e.g. /sh/

Grapheme: letter(s) representing the sound /sh/ 

Digraph: two letters representing one sound (e.g. ‘ck’, ‘sh’)

	Resources:

Whiteboards and markers (one between two) (Quickwrite)

A selection of objects, some of which begin with /sh/ (shoe, sheep, ship, shampoo, shell, shark) (Tray Game)

Tray 

Flashcards, including ‘sh’ and other familiar letters

	Introduction


	Share the aims of the session

· Remind the children that they have learnt to listen for the phoneme at the beginning and the end of words. Hold up an object (e.g. kite). Ask, what phoneme is at the beginning of this word? 

· Hold up another object (e.g. duck). Ask, what is the phoneme at the end of this word? Remind the children that sometimes /k/ at the end of words is written with the two letters ‘ck’. 

· Hold up an object beginning /sh/ (shoe) and get the children to say the word and identify the initial phoneme /sh/. Write ‘shoe’ on board and point out that /sh/ is written with two letters. The ‘s and h’ together make the phoneme /sh/

· Can they think of other words which begin with the phoneme /sh/?

	Review


	Step 1: Quickwrite 

· Write the letters l, n, d and k on the board. 

· Explain that you are going to say a word ending in one of these phonemes (e.g. hill, pen, odd, book doll, sun, nod).  

· You want the children to listen for the phoneme, and then write it on their boards. 

· Remind the children that sometimes ‘c and k’ together make the /k/ phoneme at the end of words

· Ask the children to write the final phoneme in ‘duck’ 

	New learning


	Tray Game

Explain that you are collecting words which begin with ‘sh’ on your tray. Ask the children to come and find objects which belong on the tray. Say the word and the phoneme, and ask the class to decide whether it begins with the phoneme /sh/ and should therefore be put on the tray. 

Extension

Record the words on the board. Can the children find the letters which make the phoneme /sh/? Children identify and circle. 

	Recap and making connections


	Flashcards

Reveal each grapheme, including ‘sh’. Is it /k/? is it /l/? is it /sh/? (yes = thumbs up; no= thumbs down) – say the phoneme and the grapheme.

Ask the children to tell their partner one word which begins with the phoneme /sh/. 

Remind the children to look carefully at the first and last letters in words when reading, and to listen carefully to the sounds at the beginning and ends of words when writing. Can they spot ‘sh’?
