	Step Four - medial vowel sounds in CVC words

                 - initial and final sounds
	Week 1 - Lesson Two



	By the end of this session the children should be able to:

hear and say /p/ in initial and final position

hear and say /a/ in medial position

	Subject knowledge:

Phoneme: sound, for example /p/ and /a/

Grapheme: letter/s which represents the sound/phoneme, e.g. ‘p’ ‘a’

	Resources:

Phoneme Frame (3) – Word List 1

15 objects ( one between two)

	Introduction

Review

New learning

Recap and making connections


	Share the aims of the session

Remind the children of the sound /p/ they learned yesterday and say the sound together, practice the letter with a hand action.

Tell the children that they will be learning a new sound /a/ and listening for it in the medial position.  Remind children of the sound /a/ saying the sound together.  Practice the sound /a/ in medial position with a rhyming string: bad, dad, sad, mad, pad, lad.

	
	Steps 1, 2 and 3: alliteration and rhyming words

Ask children in pairs to make up a silly sentence using /p/ in initial position and take turns to tell the class.

Ask children to make rhyming strings with the sound /p/ in the final position.

Tray Game (variation):

Ask children to come up and select objects which have the sound /p/ in either the initial or final position.  Check with the rest of the children that the object selected is correct and say the sound together.



	
	Step 4: rhyming words

Make a rhyming string with /a/ in the medial position (use word list 1)
Phoneme Frame (3) demonstration:

Draw a phoneme frame on the whiteboard.  Say a word from Word List 1 and ask the children which phoneme starts the word, check that the children know letter name and write in the first box.  Ask what the next sound (medial) that they can hear and ask which letter to write, repeat for the final sound.  Repeat with another five words from the word list.  Emphasise the medial sound and review the words that have been heard and spelt.

	
	Ask the children to take turns making up a rhyming string with the medial sound /a/ , use the words from the spellings you have used in Phoneme Frame, choose some of your pairs to feed back to the rest of the class.  Check rhyming strings are correct.

Remind children how well they listened for the sounds in the words they have spelled this morning and how listening for the sounds in words will help them with writing tasks
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
