	Week One - Lesson Three



	By the end of this session the children should be able to:

hear and say /f/ in initial position

hear and say  /p/ in initial and final position, identify phoneme/letter in writing

hear and say /a/ in medial position, identify phoneme/letter in writing

	Subject knowledge:

Phonemes: sounds, e.g.  /p/a/f/ (short medial vowel /a/ as in cat) 

Graphemes: letter/s which represent the phoneme, e.g.  ‘p’ ‘a’ ‘f’ ‘sh’

	Resources:

15 objects (1 between 2) at least half begin with /f/

Flashcards /p/a/f/

Phoneme Frame (3) – Whiteboards and pens (1 between 2)

	Introduction

	Share the aims of the session:

Remind the children that they are listening for the phoneme /f/ at the beginning of the word, write the word fat and circle the initial letter.

Tell children that they will also be practising the phonemes /p/ and /a/ 

	
	Step 1: alliteration

Make up silly sentences/chants using /f/ in initial position:

Fatima fries fish in the fire; Funny Freda fell flat on her face, Frosty Fred found five fish.  Teacher begin the sentence and choose children to make up the final word in sentence.  More able children could write sentences on whiteboards.

	
	Tray Game:

Give out one object to each pair – partners say the name of their object to each other and the group (follow as for Lesson One).

	
	Flashcards:

Remind children of the phonemes they have been learning this week, ask children to say the phoneme that corresponds with the flashcard being shown; ‘p’ ‘a’ ‘f’ 

Phoneme Frame (3) show me:

Say a word from Word List 1 ( break it into 3 phonemes, use fingers to demonstrate), one child writes while the other watches. Children check in their pairs and then hold up their whiteboards, repeat with five more words, children taking turns.

More able children can attempt unknown words in pairs and test each other.

Remind children to look carefully at the first letter of words when reading and to listen carefully to the sound at the beginning of words to see if they can spot words which begin with /p/f/.

Remind children how listening for the sounds in words helps them spell new words.

	By the end of this session the children should be able to:

hear and say, write and read /p/ and /f/ in initial and final position

	Share the aims of the session:

Tell the children that today you will be practising hearing and saying CVC words with the phoneme /a/ in the middle.

Remind the children of /p/f/ and tell children that they will be hearing and saying words with these phonemes in the initial position (words beginning with /p/ and /f/).

	
	Flashcards /p/a/f/ (include other known letters)

In pairs make up a silly sentence/chant beginning with the phoneme /p/, choose children to say their sentence to the rest of the class.  Repeat for phoneme /f/

	
	Step 2 - rhyming strings

Step 4 - /a/ in medial position 

Pebble Game

Children should sit in a circle, begin a slow clap and start (teacher) a rhyming string e.g. fat, cat, rat mat….. Pass the pebble on after the word rat and instruct the child to say another rhyming word before passing the pebble on to the next child.  Continue until rhyming string is exhausted, repetition and nonsense words are acceptable.  Start a new rhyming string always using phoneme /a/ in medial position (see Word List 1).

	
	Letter Formation

Practise saying the phonemes /p/a/f/ and using a hand action to go with them.

Teacher to demonstrate writing letters on whiteboard, children to practise on individual whiteboards.

Strategy Check

Remind children of the strategies they have learned to support reading, spelling and writing.

	Week One - Lesson Five



	By the end of this session the children should be able to:

hear and say, write and read CVC words with /a/ in medial position

hear and say, write and read the phonemes/letters /p/ and /f/ in initial and final position

	Share the aims of the session

Remind the children of the phonemes they have learned this week /p/a/f/, say the sounds in pairs and choose individual children to say the phonemes and graphemes.

	
	Step 4 – Rhyming Strings

Pebble Game:

Remind children of the Pebble Game played yesterday and repeat focusing on medial sound /a/ (use Word List 1)

Flashcards:

Practice phoneme/grapheme correspondence /p/a/f/ and other known letters.

	
	Step 4 – CVC words

Phoneme Frame (3) Show me

Say a word from Word List 1 and encourage children to say the word; break it into 3 phonemes and then write the word.   The second child should check spelling, children then hold up phoneme frame.  Repeat with five more words, children to take turns writing the words.  Ensure you include some words which include /p/f/ to consolidate these phonemes.  

	
	Ask the children in their pairs to discuss words with /p/f/ in the initial position, take some examples to check knowledge.  Repeat for /p/ in final position and take examples from pairs.

Play rhyming Snap focusing on /a/ in medial position, the teacher says a word e.g. sad and asks a child to give a rhyming word (nonsense words are acceptable).  Teacher then chooses another rhyming word e.g. pack and asks a different child to give a rhyming word.

Strategy check: ask children how knowledge of the sounds they have learned in the initial position can help to support reading.

Remind children that listening for the sounds in words will support their spelling and writing.
