Tell the children that they are continuing with the work from last week and review vocabulary consonant and cluster.  Today they will be listening for two and three  phonemes at the beginning of words (initial consonant clusters).

	
	Cluster cards 

Hold up a cluster card and say the initial cluster, ask children to repeat.  Write the cluster on the board and ask children for some words with this initial consonant cluster.  Repeat with another five cluster cards.

	
	Building clusters

Give /t/ to one child and ask him/her to stand up and /r/ to another child who will stand beside him/her.  Teacher should say the individual phonemes and ask children to repeat.  Teacher to demonstrate using her hands to push (merge) the sounds together to say the cluster /tr/.  Practice this several times, ask the children to make the ‘pushing’ action with you.  Ask children for words beginning with /tr/ and write these on the whiteboard emphasing the initial consonant cluster.  Repeat this with the other clusters: /tw/scr/spr/str/

Differentiation:  more able children could have their own whiteboards and be writing down/spelling some of the words that are generated for each initial cluster.

	
	Letter Formation

Individual whiteboards and pens.  Teacher to model directionality and size on whiteboard and write initial consonant clusters /tr/tw/scr/spr/str/, join up /tr/tw/ and /cr/ .  Children say the cluster as they write it several times.

Strategy check:

Remind children to look out for initial consonant clusters when reading new words and to listen when they say words they wish to write, encourage them to say the word slowly and stretch the phonemes so they can hear the cluster.

	Share the aims of the session with the children

Remind children that over the last week that they have been learning to blend two/three phonemes to form initial consonant clusters.  Ask children to share with a partner some of the initial clusters they can recall, ask children for some examples of initial clusters and write on the board.  Generate examples to go with each initial cluster orally and check accuracy. 

	
	Cluster cards:  /tw/gr/sw/fr/cl/pl/st/fr/sc/gl/str/

Hold up a cluster card from your pile and say the initial cluster, ask the children to repeat.  Go through several examples where the teacher says the cluster and the children repeat.

Croaker

Explain that the puppet is finding it difficult to say some words.  Ask a child to take a picture/object out of the bag and tell everyone what it is.  The puppet pronounces it incorrectly (muddling or omitting a letter) e.g. twig and the puppet says tig, the children help the puppet to say it correctly.  Continue with the other pictures/objects in the bag.

	
	Phoneme Frame (4 frame) – Demo

Draw a phoneme frame (4) on the whiteboard.

Say the word ‘twit’, ask the children what consonant cluster they can hear at the beginning of the word.  Ask what two phonemes this represents – write in phoneme frame, continue with medial and final sounds.  Continue with these words: grab, swim, from, gran.

Differentiation:  more able children can spell the words on individual whiteboards and check they are correct by holding up their boards after the class have spelt each word.

	Croaker

Explain that the puppet is finding it difficult to say some words.  Ask a child to take a picture out of the bag and tell everyone what it is.  The puppet pronounces it incorrectly (muddling or omitting a letter) e.g. block and the puppet says bolck, the children help the puppet to say it correctly.  Continue with the other pictures in the bag.

	
	Phoneme Frame (4 frame) – Demo

Draw a phoneme frame (4 boxes) on the whiteboard.

Say the word ‘blob’, ask the children what consonant cluster they can hear at the beginning of the word.  Ask what two phonemes this represents – write in phoneme frame, continue with medial and final sounds.  Continue with these words: black and spit.

Differentiation:  more able children can spell the words on individual whiteboards and check they are correct by holding up their boards after the class have spelt each word.

Phoneme Frame (4 frame) – Show Me

Ask the children to draw a phoneme frame on their whiteboards (4 boxes).  Say the word ‘spin’, tell children to listen for the sounds.  Ask the children to say the word and listen for the sounds.  Remind them to listen for the sounds at the beginning of the word(stretch the phonemes),write these in the phoneme frame, continue with the medial and final sounds.  Check by asking the children to hold up their whiteboards.  Practice with more examples e.g. drip, flap, scrap, drab, snip, snap

	Full Circle Game

Give the flashcards and cluster cards out to the children, tell them the first word (drip) and ask the children who are holding the correct letters and cluster card to hold up their cards.  Ask these children to come to the front of the class, say the initial cluster and the medial and final phonemes, say the whole word.   All children should say the word, the initial cluster and the individual phonemes of the word and the whole word again.  Write the word on the board and tell the children that you are going to say more words and when you say the first word again they should call out ‘Full Circle’.  Say the next word and ask the children at the front which one of them needs to sit down and which of them has the replacement letter.  All children should say the word, the cluster and the medial and final phonemes of the word and the whole word again.  Repeat for remaining words.

Words for Full Circle Game 1: drip, strip, strap, clap, snap, snip, drip

Words for Full Circle Game 2:  clip, flip, flap, slap, slack, black, track, trap, trip, clip

	
	Quickwrite

Phoneme Frames (4) – one board and pen for each pair.  

Words for Quickwrite:  flick, spot, star, flop, scan, plop.

Call out the words and ask the children to write the words and hold up their boards.  Check for accuracy.  Children to take turns spelling the words.

Teacher will read a short sentence which children will write on their whiteboards, encourage children to say the sentence and to re-read each word as they write.  Remind children to start with a capital letter and end with a full stop.  Repeat the sentence at least three times.  Children should hold up their boards when they have completed the sentence.  Repeat with the second sentence.

Sentences:

A crab did a trick with a stick.

The black cat sat on a brick.
