	Step 6: one representation of each of the 10 long vowel phonemes
	Week 2- Lesson 5

	By the end of this session the children 

should be able to: 

to identify the long /ae/ /ee/ and /ie/ and /oe/ phoneme and know one possible spelling
	

	Subject knowledge: 

Long vowel phonemes: /ae/ as in play rain and rate; /ee/ as in sweet, heat, thief and these /ie/ as in tried, light, my, shine, mind; /oe/ as in road, blow, bone, cold 

Digraph – two letters which represent one sound, e.g. ‘oa’ ‘ee’ ‘ie’

Grapheme: letter/s which represent the sound, e.g. ‘oa’ ‘ie’

	Resources: 

White boards and markers (1 between 2)

Four cards per pair ‘ai’ ‘ee’ ‘ie’ ‘oa’

Flashcards: a range of words containing the four long vowel phonemes (refer to the list of words on the overview sheet)

	Introduction 
	Share the aims of the session

Remind the children that they are learning 10 long vowel phonemes. 

Explain that there are different ways of spelling the long vowel phonemes and that they are going to learn just one possible spelling first. 

Ask the children to tell their partner the four long vowel phonemes covered so far and the spellings learnt. Ask them to remember one word with the long /ae/ long /ee/ long /ie/ and long /oe/ phonemes. 

Record the words on the board under each phoneme and read them as a group. 

	Review 
	Which of four?

Explain that you are going to read out a word which contains either the long /ae/ /ee/ /ie/ /oe/ (use the list on the overview page)

Explain that they have to say the word, identify the phoneme. Then hold up the appropriate card.  


	New learning
	Dictation 

Explain that you are going to read sentences and they are going to write in on their whiteboards (having turns at scribing). 

Model this first: 

Sentence: I sail on the creek with toad. 

Say the sentence; say the sentence again to help you remember every word. 

Write each word; verbalising how you attempt words with a long vowel phoneme “ sail s/ai/l – I can hear the long /ae/ and I know I can spell it with ai’”. 

Re-read the sentence after each word. 

Now ask the children to write the sentences:

· I wait in the rain for the train.

· I feed the goat leeks. 

· Mum tries to email Spain. 

	Recap and making connections
	Ask the children to tell their partner the four long phonemes covered in Step 6 and the one possible spelling they have learnt. 

Flash cards:

Hold up words containing the four long vowels (refer to the list of words on the overview page).

Remind the children to look carefully for words containing ‘ai’ ‘ee’ ‘ie’ and ‘oa’ when reading and to listen carefully for words which contain the long vowel phonemes when writing. 
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
