	Step 7: the range of spellings for the 10 long vowel phonemes
	Week 2 - Lesson 2

	By the end of this session the children 

should be able to: 

identify the range of spellings for the long /ee/ phoneme
	

	Subject knowledge: 

Long vowel phonemes: /ae/ as in play rain and rate; /ee/ as in sweet, heat, thief
Digraph – two letters which represent one sound, e.g. ‘oa’ ‘ee’

Grapheme: letter/s which represent the sound, e.g. ‘oa’ 

	Resources: 

Revising phonemes card (enlarge to A3 and laminate)

Whiteboards and markers (1 between 2)

Word cards: Steep, peak, need, sleep, feel, weak, team, keep, cheat, read, creak, three, shriek, heap 

blue tak 

	Introduction 
	Share the aims of the session

Remind the children that they now know 10 different vowel phonemes and one possible way to spell each one. 

Put up an enlarged copy of ‘revising phonemes’ and quickly recap on the phonemes. The teacher and children can point at random phonemes, for the others to verbalise. 

Remind the children that they learned three possible ways to spell the long a /ae/ phoneme last week. In pairs ask the children to remember the three spellings  

	Review 
	Dictation 

Explain that you are going to read sentences which contain words with the long /ae/ phoneme and they are going to write them on their whiteboards (having turns at scribing). 

Model this first: 

Sentence: I shade my face. 

Say the sentence; say the sentence again to help you remember every word. 

Write each word; verbalising how you attempt words with a long vowel phoneme “shade– I can hear the /sh/ phoneme and I know that it is spelled ‘sh’. I can also hear the long /ae/ phoneme and /d/ at the end. 

I can either spell the word sh/ai/d or shade – I think shade looks right. I can always check in a dictionary. 
‘face’ I could either spell the long /ae/ ‘ai’ or a –e. I think that it looks correct with a-e’. write ‘fase’. That doesn’t look right. I think I will check it in the dictionary. 

Re-read the sentence after each word. 

Now ask the children to write the sentences:

· I play the train game

· A tray of cake again. 

	New learning
	/ee/ - identifying the different ways of spelling the long /ee/

Explain that in this lesson they will be focusing on the long /ee/ phoneme. 

Word sort 

Re-read the text from lesson 1 and read all the words with the long /ee/

Give out the words to pairs and ask them to identify which letters are making the long /ee/

Write ‘ea’ ‘ee’ ‘ie’ on the board or on the carpet and get the children to sort the words according to the spelling of the long /ee/

Useful Tips: which is the most common spelling? ‘ee’ and ‘ea’ are both common

	recap and making connections
	Ask the children to tell their partner the two most common ways to spell the long /ee/ phoneme.  

Remind the children to look and listen carefully for words which contain the long /ee/ when reading and writing. 
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
