	Step 7: the range of spellings for the 10 long vowel phonemes
	Week 1 - Lesson 3

	By the end of this session the children 

should be able to: 

identify the range of spellings for the long /ee/ phoneme

to read and write words containing the long /ee/ phoneme 
	

	Subject knowledge: 

Long vowel phonemes: /ae/ as in play rain and rate; /ee/ as in sweet, heat, thief
Digraph – two letters which represent one sound, e.g. ‘oa’ ‘ee’

Grapheme: letter/s which represent the sound, e.g. ‘oa’ 

	Resources: 

Word cards: Steep, peak, need, sleep, feel, weak, team, keep, cheat, read, creak, three, shriek, heap 

blue tak and blank cards

	Introduction 
	Share the aims of the session

Remind the children that they now know 10 different vowel phonemes and one possible way to spell each one. 

Put up an enlarged copy of ‘revising phonemes’ and quickly recap on the phonemes. The teacher and children can point at random phonemes, for the others to verbalise. 

Remind the children that they learned three possible ways to spell the long /ee/ phoneme in the last lesson. In pairs ask the children to remember the three spellings. 

	Review 
	Flash cards

Read the words from lesson 2.

Sort them according to the spelling of the long /ee/ 

	New learning
	/ee/ - identifying the different ways of spelling the long /ee/

Rhyming word generation 

Explain that they are now going to think of more words containing the long /ee/ phoneme. 

Remind them that rhyming is a useful way to generate words. 

Begin with the word ‘meat’ – together make a list of all the words that rhyme with ‘meat’. Record each word on card and stick it on the whiteboard/wall (you may want to ask children to help with this).

Repeat with ‘weed’ and ‘deal’ 

Now ask the children to work in pairs to see if they can think of 7 words which rhyme with ‘weep’

Give the words out to the children and then sort them on the carpet or board. 

Can they spot any patterns? 

Useful tips: which is the most common spelling? ‘ee’ and ‘ea’ are both common

	recap and making connections
	Ask the children to tell their partner the two most common ways to spell the long /ee/ phoneme.  

Remind the children to look and listen carefully for words which contain the long /ee/ when reading and writing.
