Improvement Session for Newspaper Report
	
	Suggestions for Improving Newspaper Reports

	Layout and Organisation
	· Give out lots of different newspaper articles/reports and ask each pair to read through looking for features of the genre that can be matched against the checklist.

· Discuss again the opening paragraph and the questions that a reporter asks.

· Check understanding of captions, fact, fiction, opinion, headline, quotes, eyewitness.

	Headline
	· Discuss the function of the headline and its presentation.
· Ask children to look at their examples (you will have to collect some) and identify where rhyme is used or there is a play on words.

	Quotes
	· Check understanding i.e. that quotes give authenticity to the report.
· Look at examples to check how they are set out in a newspaper (you will need to collect some).

· Remind children not to overuse quotes and the need for balance in newspaper reports – look for examples of balance in the way reporters have used quotes.

	Conclusion
	· Children often need help with ending their newspaper report as they are unsure what is meant by drawing conclusions or speculating on what might happen next.  Help them to understand this by using a good example during a shared reading.
· Have another go at writing the conclusion to their newspaper report.
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
