	Suggestions for Improving Leaflets

	Structure and Organisation
	· The layout is important when writing leaflets – try to build up a good resource of varying kinds of leaflet.  Construct a checklist of features and include bold titles, headings, illustrations, captions and slogans.

	Informal Language
	· Use some leaflets as a means of identifying ones written in formal or informal language.  Use questions to develop understanding that leaflets can be for different purposes/audiences.  What is the purpose of these leaflets? How do we identify the difference?  Key difference is that informal language is like speech and formal language is like writing.

	Powerful verbs and adjectives
	· Very often children are asked to write leaflets that inform and persuade.  In order to persuade we use powerful descriptive language and this is especially true when leaflets are asking people to part with money!  For example in the theatre task instead of: We have lots of interesting activities for children.  This transforms to:  Our theatre offers superb learning opportunities for children.  Encourage children to make lists of powerful verbs and adjectives on their whiteboards – make a shared class list.

	Developing slogans
	· This is a common feature in persuasive leaflets – encourage children to play with language e.g. rhyme:  Don’t delay – book today!  Don’t waste time, book online!  Look for other examples where there is a play on words.
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
