Improvement Session for Playscript – Nursery Rhymes Show
Generally children were successful in including stage directions which told the character how to speak their lines however the actions of the characters and how they moved around the stage/setting was often omitted.  
Aims

· To understand the need and use of stage directions in playscript writing.

· To write stage directions into playscripts to improve writing

Step 1
· Photocopy several examples of playscripts (make 3 copies of each) – check that those children are happy to have their work used.
· Organise children into groups of three and ask them to quickly identify the character they are going to play.

· Have an copy on the whiteboard so that the whole class can have a read through of each. 
· Explain to all the children that while each group performs they will be script editors/directors thinking about what each character is doing (actions) throughout the scene.  Remind them to observe each character even when they have no dialogue.
· Take feedback from the children and model how to write these stage directions into the playscript on the enlarged text/whiteboard
· Repeat with other groups.
(30 mins)
Step 2
· Independent writing – tutorial children will complete their planned improvement task.
· Remaining children to re-write part of the scene which includes clear stage directions for how the characters move around the stage.
