	Whole Class – working in groups of 3 

	Learning Objective

· To know and understand written conventions of a playscript


	Time: 1hr 30 mins

	
	Resources:  copy of Task, Planning Sheet, playscript checklist, tips for writing plays, Hey Diddle Diddle model extract, writing frame.

	Writing Outcome
· Completed scene including stage directions
	

	Preparation for Writing
Read the task aloud to the class.  Explain that the children are going to get into groups of three to work out how this scene might work.  Through discussion as a whole class decide what information they need to agree in their groups before they can begin to work out how this scene will develop. e.g.

· How did Jack fall?
· Did they manage to get any water?

· How did they get home?

· What happened next?

Tell the children they will have only 10 minutes to work out a short scene which they can perform in front of the class (if they wish).  There is no need to make notes although they can if they wish.

After 10 minutes ask groups to perform and offer feedback from other groups and adults.

Explain that the task is to write this scene and you are going to review written conventions for writing a playscript, use the task itself or a longer extract The Monster to:

· Demonstrate correct layout

· Use of Stage Directions

· Use of present Tense
(35-40 mins)

	Independent Writing
Allow 5 minutes for making notes/planning.  Children should write their scene from the improvised group work or they can write another idea.

(45mins)



	Plenary
Ask the children to go through the checklist to ensure that they have used all the written conventions of playscript writing.  Give them a few minutes to read through their work to check for any errors e.g. words missed out.
