	Learning Intention

· To use descriptive vocabulary in my writing

· To use punctuation in my sentences

	Success Criteria

· Include adjectives and adverbs in descriptive writing

· Use sentence punctuation
· Children will complete the task.

	Task: 

Use the task sheet ‘Who am I?’ and explain to the children that they are going to write a character description of the boy in the photograph.  They are not going to write a story.
	Resources:  Copy of the task, mindmap for planning, writing frame.


	
	Writing Outcome:
· To complete a character description.  Sentences should be clearly demarcated and children should use description in their writing.

	Preparation for Writing

· Remind children of their reading ;There’s a boy in the girls’ bathroom’ and the central character.  
· In pairs/groups ask children to discuss what they remember about the central character – Bradley .
· Explain that we learned a lot about him through his actions, the things he said and what others thought about him – we were not actually told about what he looked like however we learned a lot about him within the first few pages/chapters.

· Put the task up on the IWB – ask for pairs to discuss their first impressions of the boy.

· Take feedback from pairs/groups.

· Decide on a name for the boy and begin an enlarged mindmap.

· Put in some areas for discussion e.g. likes, dislikes, friends, parents, teachers.

· Ask the children in pairs to discuss these areas in detail to build up a picture of the boy.

· Take feedback – fill in some of your mindmap from the children’s ideas.

· Begin shared writing – demo write how you might start using the information/notes on your mindmap and transforming this into complete sentences.

· Review your sentence(s) – is it descriptive enough?  How could it be improved?  Remind children of the function of adjectives and adverbs and edit the writing.

· Sentence check – does it make sense?  Have you used appropriate punctuation?

· Ask for suggestions on how you would continue the writing?

· Go back to the task and check that children are clear about what to write about.

· Give out a blank mindmap and tell children this will help them with their planning.

· Tell the children that you will be coming around to support planning and help with ideas for writing.

(30 minutes)
You may want to model hotseating during this session.

	Independent Writing

· Planning Time is 10 minutes

· Remind children how to start the writing referring back to shared writing.

· Offer a writing frame to those who would benefit from this.

· Interrupt independent writing time to support children, read aloud good examples.
· Encourage editing as you go!
· Let children know it is okay to borrow ideas if they are struggling.
· Allow time for reading over their work to edit and fix sentences.
(35 – 45 minutes)


	Plenary

· Celebrate the writing! Listen to examples.  Encourage children to be critical – what did you like? What could be improved?
(10 – 15 minutes)
