Lesson Plan for An Amazing Place
	Narrative Writing – Whole Class
Lesson Objectives:

1. to read and assess task

2. plan quickly and effectively for writing

3. write a completed story

4. edit story with a partner
	Resources: copy of the task, paper/writing books, narrative writing checklist, story mountain, writing frame, whiteboards and pens.

	
	Mixed Ability Pairs

	
	Time: 1hr 30mins

	Preparing for Writing
Children should be organised at tables or on the carpet in their mixed ability pairs.  Ask the children to read the task independently and discuss it with their partner.  Write the following questions on the board:

· who are ‘they’?

· where are they?

Take some feedback from the children.  Encourage the children to question each other in order to explain their ideas further – generate as much information, ideas, organisation as you can.  The opening paragraph of an Amazing Place could come at the beginning, middle or end of the story.  Offer a quick reminder about limiting characters, use of third person, description  etc….. (10mins)
Fast Planning
You could use the story mountain or a flow chart to demonstrate the sequence of events.  Remember to use questions to help you plan:

· Who is in my story?

· Where are they?

· Why are they there?

· What do they do?/What are they doing?

· Does something happen?

· What happens?

· What do they do next?

· How will it end?

Use ideas from different pairs to write your plan quickly, do not write too much (notes).  Now go back and demonstrate telling your story from your plan.  Quickly remind children of the title and ask them to thin about this ‘amazing place’ and how they might describe it – think about figurative language.  Go back to your plan and make a few notes where you might include some really good description.   (15mins)

In their pairs ask children to practice fast planning on their whiteboards using a flowchart to write a plan.  (5mins)

Take 2/3 examples asking children to tell their story from their plan.  (5-10mins)

Independent Work
Explain to the children that they are now going to write up their stories and they can use the plans they have just written with their partner or they can quickly write up another one if they prefer.  Remind the children about story structure, that the story is to be written in the third person and descriptive writing is very important to this story.

(40 mins)

Wander round reading and supporting children who are having difficulty generating ideas – help to develop ideas orally.  Stimulate – read out examples of good openings, description.

Plenary
Write the following checklist on the board:

· Check sentences start with a capital letter and end with a full stop.

· Check all proper nouns have a capital letter.

· Is direct speech set out and punctuated correctly?

· Spellings:  there/their/they’re   to/too/two   our/are

Draw the children’s attention to the checklist and ask them to read through their work carefully and fix any errors.  When they have finished ask the children to swap with a partner and check each other’s work.  This is not a race and should be done slowly and carefully.   (10mins)
