Improvement Session for Sebright Museum
Aims:

· Use a table to organise important/useful information

· Use alliteration to write a catchy slogan

Step 1

· Look at some examples of leaflets and discuss in pairs how and where the useful/important information is displayed.  Discuss why it is presented in this way.  What should be included in their own leaflets about Sebright Museum?  What would be the best way of presenting this information?

(5 minutes)

Step 2

· Discuss catchy slogans?  Why do advertisers use them?  In pairs discuss any that you can remember e.g. Mr Sheen Cleans Umpteen Things Clean.  Make a list of examples on the board.

· The children should notice examples of rhyme and alliteration.  Explain what is meant by alliteration and an alliterative phrase.

· In pairs ask the children to come up with an alliterative catch slogan for their leaflet – offer a prize for the best one.

(10 minutes)

Step 3 

· Independent writing – tutorial children will have a planned session to write.

· Remaining children can produce a table showing useful information and think of another catchy slogan.

Improvement Session for Sebright Museum
Aim:

· To use powerful verbs and adjectives to make writing more persuasive.

Step 1

· Look at text 1 and ask the children to discuss with a partner how the writing could be made more persuasive.

· They should suggest more powerful words to make it sound better and make you want to visit – say these are called powerful verbs and adjectives.

· Ask children in pairs to come up with 10 powerful verbs and adjectives (you may want to use whiteboards).

· Take examples and make a list on the board.

(10 minutes)

Step 2

· Go back to text 1 and now ask the children how they could make use of powerful verbs and adjectives to improve this piece of writing.

· Ask the children in pairs to re-write this paragraph putting in as many powerful verbs and adjectives as they can.

· Tell the children to aim for five in the paragraph.

· Ask for volunteers to share their paragraphs –discuss/critique.

(10 minutes)

Step 3
· Tutorial children will have an improvement session planned in their book.

· Remaining children to choose one of the attractions to write about again and include up to 5 powerful verbs/adjectives.
