Conscience Alley

Divide the class into two lines (like an alley) explain that one side will whisper advice giving one point of view while the other side will whisper advice offering the opposite point of view.  The character walks slowly down the alley.   Encourage the children to be as persuasive as possible giving reasons for their advice.

Afterwards put the character in the hotseat and ask what he has decided.  Ask the children to use questions to find out why the character has come to this decision and how he is feeling about things now.
