Improvement Session for Time Machine Task
Aims
· To understand that the purpose of a leaflet is to inform and persuade
· To write a paragraph which includes detail and powerful verbs/adjectives
Step 1
· In pairs look at some examples of leaflets – pick out some of the features to remind children of how a leaflet is written e.g. bold headings, drawings, photographs, useful information.

· Find a good example which includes detail – to inform and uses powerful language to persuade.  Let the children see this.

· Make a list of powerful verbs and adjectives – get children to discuss this in pairs and feedback to you.  Write up on the board.

· You are now going to model how you plan to add detail to your leaflet e.g. how to persuade people to travel through time 

· Ask the children in pairs/groups to think of reasons which will persuade people – Where they could go?  Who they could meet? What they might learn?

· Make notes e.g.

1. travel back in time to meet a Roman emperor

2. find out about Roman schools

3. travel into the future to find out if they become rich and successful when they are adults

4. what happened with global warming in 100 years

5. who will the prime minister be in 50 years

Step 2
· Use your notes and powerful verbs/adjectives to transform your notes into sentences and build up a paragraph.  E.g.

Would you like to travel back in time?  Well now you can in our amazing new Time Machine.  Perhaps you would like to meet a Roman emperor or find out what Roman children learned in school.  We guarantee you a thrilling experience.  Travel forwards and find out how the earth stood up to global warming or find out who our prime minister will be in 50 years.  We are offering unique and extraordinary adventures as we take you on the journey of a lifetime.

Step 3
· Tutorial children have a planned activity in their writing books

· Remaining children can have another go at writing a persuasive and informative paragraph on either:

1. how to persuade people to travel through time

2. instructions on how the time machine works
