Lesson Plan for A Fantastic Tale
	Genre – Myths and Legends
	Whole Class – Mixed Ability Pairs

	Learning Objectives:
· Children can identify features of myths and use their checklist to support composition

· Children can retell a myth orally, using their own notes and a storyboard to support them. 
	Resources:  copy of task, planning sheet, A3/A4 storyboard

	Writing Outcome:
· Completed plan and storyboard

	Prior learning:

· Children explore a range of myths and legends in reading.
	

	Preparation for Writing
Read the task together and ensure children have understood that they are planning the story and drawing a storyboard.  Emphasise that they will have to tell their story orally from the storyboard.
Refer to previous reading of a myth e.g. Perseus (reread FLS version if appropriate).  Refer to the checklist you have made and link this to ingredients for a fantastic tale (enlarge on IWB).

(5-10 minutes)

Planning the Writing
In pairs ask children to discuss ideas based on the ingredients – take feedback and plot into exemplar planning sheet.  Teacher model how this story should be told using planning box grid, think about connectives and description you could incorporate.
(15 minutes)

Show blank storyboard on IWB and take feedback for pictures/drawings that would fit in each box – write in what you would include in each box.  Refer back to your planning and use story language to model how the drawings link to planned story.

(10 minutes)

	Independent Work
Children should now be at their tables ready to work independently – allow 10 minutes for planning, ensure children use planning model.  Children can discuss ideas with a partner or plan together.

Adults should support children who need help to generate ideas or organise their ideas into planning sheet.
(40 minutes)

Teacher or TA to support SEN/EAL 

When drawings are complete encourage children to practise telling their story from the storyboard.

(5-10 minutes)

	Plenary
· Encourage children to retell their story to an audience using story language.
· Record stories – this will focus the children and encourage them to make their retelling more writerly.
