Lesson Plan for Sea World – Leaflet
	Persuasive Leaflet
Resources: Task, Highlighter Pens, Planning Sheet, White Boards and Pens, Writing Books.


	Lesson Intention

We are learning to write a leaflet using the language of persuasion



	
	Success Criteria
· Use words and phrases that will persuade the reader 

· Include the main features-captions, headings, detail, powerful words and phrases

· Plan appropriate to audience and purpose


	
	Children to work in mixed ability pairs for

	Time:1hr 30mins

	Introduction

1. Ask children to read the task carefully at least twice and discuss with their partner what it is they are being asked to do. They can use highlighter pens to mark the task.  Check understanding by asking several children what the task entails.  Ensure that children understand the bullet points are there to help them plan the task.
2. Write on the board the feedback you get e.g. leaflet, persuasion, informative, writing, list of attractions, reasons for visiting the centre
3. Beside each key word ask for more information (prepare questions e.g. what does a leaflet look like?  What do we need to use to sound persuasive?):
· leaflet – title and headings
· persuasion – powerful verbs and adjectives
· informative – lots of interesting details
· writing – marks will not be given for illustrations, only the writing is marked
· list of attractions – these should come first in the leaflet as this is what people are interested in (discuss audience)
· reasons for visiting the centre – educational, fun etc

4. What other useful information should I include?  Times, dates, prices etc

Begin to plan
Ask the children to discuss in their pairs what they think would be the best way to begin their leaflet – only give them a minute or so and take feedback.  Come to a consensus about a bold title, and a paragraph to welcome visitors which includes reasons why they should visit the centre (the attractions will follow after this).  Ask for volunteers to compose an opening sentence/paragraph to welcome visitors.  Review informal language (does it sound chatty?), does it sound persuasive? (powerful verbs and adjectives).  Write an example on the board.

What should we do next?
The attractions!  Ask children in their pairs to divide their whiteboards into six parts and write one attraction in each space.  In pairs ask children to make two or three bullet points under each heading.  Discuss in pairs and add notes on whiteboards about things to see and do – five minutes is enough.  Take feedback.
What else do we need to include?
Other useful information – opening times, prices, address, tel no etc.  How could you present this?  In a box.

Is there anything else that anyone has noticed on leaflets they have read?  Children might offer quotes from other visitors or a final snappy phrase e.g. Don’t delay! Come today!

Review the structure of your leaflet 

Write it down on the board:

· Title

· Welcoming paragraph which includes reasons for visiting the centre

· Six headings with details of each attraction

· Another heading with other useful information

· Quotes or a snappy phrase to end the leaflet
Return to the task – ask the children to read it through again paying attention to the bullet points. 

Have we done everything we were asked?
Independent Work
Ask children to return to their seats staying in pairs and ask them to write up a plan properly in their writing books (they will still need whiteboards for details of attractions).  Encourage them to make notes about the introductory paragraph – it is not enough to write introduction/welcome.  Go round checking that children are being thorough when writing out their plans (allow 5 minutes).
Writing Time
Tell the children they will now write up their leaflet and that you will be coming round reading their work as they go along.  Stop the children and read out good models as they go along this will support and inspire others.  Encourage children to read each paragraph as they go along to check sentences are making sense and that they are remembering to use powerful verbs and adjectives.  Give everyone enough time to finish – you want everyone to achieve a completed leaflet.  
Plenary
When children are finished ask them to read and check their work e.g. punctuation, capital letters for names, words missed out.  Now swap with your partner, read and check it all makes sense.  If children are satisfied that everything is clear and makes sense ask volunteers to share their work by reading aloud and ask for comments.
