Lesson Plan for Show Time

	Lesson Plan: Leaflet

Resources: Examples of Leaflets, Task, Whiteboards and pens, Writing Books.
	Lesson Intention:
We are learning to write a leaflet using the language of persuasion


	
	Success Criteria

· Use words and phrases that will persuade the reader 

· Include the main features-captions, headings, detail, powerful words and phrases

· Plan appropriate to audience and purpose

	Time: 1hr 30mins 

	Introduction

In pairs ask children to browse through examples of leaflets; discuss purpose, layout and organisation, style of writing (formal or informal).  Make a checklist of features of leaflets on the board.  This should include: title, introduction, headings, pictures/photographs, informal writing, captions/slogans, powerful verbs and adjectives, tables e.g. opening times or prices, present tense also future and conditional.   (15mins)

Give out the task and explain that the children will be writing a leaflet to persuade people to bring their families to the theatre.  Go through the task together, identify the bold writing which explains the kind/genre of writing and the purpose of the writing.

Planning for Writing

Go back to the task and look at the bullet points, explain that these are a guide to help them plan their writing.  Using the whiteboards and pens ask different pairs to write one of the following questions (each pair should only do one and make sure all the questions are covered): 

1. What will the theatre be called?

2. What famous person will be playing the main part?

3. What kind of music and dancing will there be?

4. What special activities will there be for children?

5. Other useful information?

Ask the children to discuss in their pairs their question and write down 3 or 4 ideas.  Take feedback as this will inspire/generate more discussion and ideas.   (15mins)

Send children to their seats and get them all to divide their page into 4 and in each quarter write questions 2-4.  Allow 5 minutes for children to write notes in each section.  Go around and support children who are finding it difficult to generate.  

Next remind children that they need a friendly and welcoming introductory sentence or paragraph reminding them of powerful verbs and adjectives.  Think of an example e.g. 

Welcome to the new and exciting Gala Theatre!  Our beautiful new building boasts five floors of thrilling activities.  The building was designed by the world famous architect Huseyin Ahmed and is both modern and traditional in design.  There are one thousand seats in our new auditorium which has the largest stage in London.
Ask the children for some other examples.

(10mins)

	Writing Time

Now it’s time to get on with the writing – don’t forget to think of a good name for the new theatre.  The children can have 40 minutes independent writing time.

Go around supporting children and helping them develop their ideas orally.

(40mins)

	Plenary

Ask children to read through their work checking the following (write this checklist on the board):

· capital letters for headings, names and the start of new sentences

· check sentence breaks and put in full stops

· question marks

· powerful verbs and adjectives

· slogan or final persuasive statement

Discuss the last statement – most children will not have done this so suggest it would be a good idea to think of one now and write it in.  Examples: Don’t delay – book today!
